WHEREAS, the goal of Visiting Nurse Health System is to allow patients to maintain their

independence and avoid hospital or nursing home stays; and
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WHEREAS, when patients face a life limiting illness, the nurses and staff of Visiting Nurse
Health System recognize that those patients and their families need a special kind of care,
and they strive to ensure that every patient is cared for compassionately, comfortably, and

with dignity, receiving the support they need during this difficult time; and

WHEREAS, Visiting Nurse Health System also works as a partner in the Atlanta community

and has been a member agency of the United Way of Greater Atlanta since 1949.
