WHEREAS, Ms. Samuels-Felicien's commitment and dedication to the sustainable effort of
women cricketers led to her being inducted into the Cricket Hall of Fame in October, 2015,
making her a part of a prestigious group of individuals who have all contributed to the

growth and development of the sport internationally; and
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WHEREAS, she is the proud mother of three children, Tesalon, Simeon, and Shariel, all of

whom actively support her in her endeavors; and

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this

remarkable and distinguished individual be appropriately recognized.
