WHEREAS, his significant organizational and leadership talents, his remarkable patience16

and diplomacy, his keen sense of vision, and his sensitivity to the needs of the citizens of this17

state have earned him the respect and admiration of his colleagues and associates; and18

WHEREAS, Dallas Gay has served with honor and distinction, and his vision and unyielding19

commitment to making the State of Georgia a model on the fight and treatment of20

prescription drugs and their many negative effects have set the standard for public service;21
