NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ENACTED BY THE GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA that the interchange at I-16 and Exit 42 (SR 338) in Laurens
County is dedicated as the Deputy Kyle W. Dinkheller, LCSO 37, Memorial Interchange.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Department of Transportation is authorized and
directed to erect and maintain appropriate signs dedicating the Deputy Kyle W. Dinkheller,
LCSO 37, Memorial Interchange.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk of the House of Representatives is authorized

and directed to make appropriate copies of this resolution available for distribution to the

family of Deputy Kyle W. Dinkheller and to the Department of Transportation.
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
