WHEREAS, generations of the Gordy family have lived Washington County; and8

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that this remarkable and distinguished family9

be recognized appropriately by dedicating a road in their honor.10

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ENACTED BY THE GENERAL11

ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA that the portion of Highway 272 from Highway 24 (Fall Line12

Freeway) to Highway 68 in Washington County is dedicated as the Gordy Memorial13

Highway.14

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Department of Transportation is authorized and15

directed to erect and maintain appropriate signs dedicating the Gordy Memorial Highway.16

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk of the House of Representatives is authorized17

and directed to make appropriate copies of this resolution available for distribution to the18

Gordy family and to the Department of Transportation.19
