an effective date; to repeal conflicting laws; and for other purposes.8

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:9

PART I10

SECTION 1-1.11

Title 9 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to civil practice, is amended by12

revising Code Section 9-11-133, relating to forms meeting requirements for civil case filing13

and disposition, as follows:14

"9-11-133.15

(a)  The forms set out in subsections (b), (c), (d), and (e) of this Code section or forms16

substantially similar to such forms shall be sufficient to meet the requirements The Judicial17

Council of Georgia, with the approval of the Supreme Court, shall promulgate forms to be18

used for civil case filing and disposition forms information; provided, however, that the19

general civil case filing information form and domestic relations case filing information20

form shall be required to contain an acknowledgment by the filer that the complaint and21

any exhibits or other attachments satisfy the redaction requirements of Code Section22

9-11-7.1.  The civil case forms set out in Exhibit F of the 'Report and Recommendations23

of the 1997-1998 Court Filings Committee' published by the State Bar of Georgia and24

dated May 15, 1998, are substantially similar to the forms set out in this Code section.25

Said title is further amended by revising subsection (b) of Code Section 9-11-3, relating to236

commencement of action and filing of civil case filing form, as follows:237

"(b)  At the time of filing the complaint for a civil action in superior court or state court, the238

plaintiff shall file the appropriate civil case filing form with the clerk of the court.  The239

form shall contain complete information and shall be substantially in the form prescribed240

in Code Section 9-11-133 by the Judicial Council of Georgia.  The filing of the complaint241

shall not be delayed for the filing of the case filing form.  If, after a civil action has been242

filed, the court presiding over the civil action decides that the civil case filing form has not243

been filed or has been filed incorrectly, the court shall require the plaintiff to file the civil244

case filing form or an amended form.  In no case shall the failure to accurately complete245

the civil case filing form required by this Code section provide a basis to dismiss a civil246

action."247

SECTION 2-2.248

Said title is further amended by revising subsection (b) of Code Section 9-11-58, relating to249

entry of judgment and filing of civil case disposition form, as follows:250

"(b)  When judgment entered.  The filing with the clerk of a judgment, signed by the251

judge, with the fully completed civil case disposition form constitutes the entry of the252

judgment, and, unless the court otherwise directs, no judgment shall be effective for any253

purpose until the entry of the same, as provided in this subsection.  As part of the filing of254

the final judgment, a civil case disposition form shall be filed by the prevailing party or by255

the plaintiff if the case is settled, dismissed, or otherwise disposed of without a prevailing256

party; provided, however, that the amount of a sealed or otherwise confidential settlement257

agreement shall not be disclosed on the civil case disposition form.  The form shall be258
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substantially in the form prescribed in Code Section 9-11-133 by the Judicial Council of259

Georgia.  If any of the information required by the form is sealed by the court, the form260

shall state that fact and the information under seal shall not be provided.  The entry of the261

judgment shall not be made by the clerk of the court until the civil case disposition form262

is filed.

to it for implementation of the courts automation system;298

(7)(5)  Coordinate state-wide strategies and plans for incorporating county and local299

governments into the courts automation system, including review of requirements of the300

several state agencies for documents, reports, and forms and the consolidation,301

elimination, or conversion of such documents, reports, and forms to formats compatible302

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judicial branch.  Public access to said data shall remain the responsibility of the Georgia329

Crime Information Center.  No release of collected data shall be made by or through the330

SECTION 2-6.332

Said title is further amended by revising paragraph (3) of subsection (a) of Code Section333

15-6-94, relating to the Georgia Superior Court Clerks' Cooperative Authority, as follows:334

"(3)  The purpose of the authority shall be to provide a cooperative for the development,335

acquisition, and distribution of record management systems, information, services,336

supplies, and materials for superior court clerks of the state, on such terms and conditions337

as may be determined to be in the best interest of the operation of the office of the clerk338

of superior court, local government, and the state, in light of the following factors:339

(A)  The public interest in providing cost-efficient access to record management340

systems, information, services, supplies, and materials, and a pool which will provide341

related resources and uniformity;342

(B)  Cost savings to local government and the state, through efficiency in the provision343

of record management systems, information, services, supplies, and materials;344

(C)  Fair and adequate compensation to local governments for costs incurred in the345

operation of the offices of clerks of superior court; and346

(D)  Such other factors as are in the public interest and welfare.347

The authority shall be the sole owner of its compiled and developed information348

developed through any function performed or any program or system administered on349

behalf of the authority.  For the purposes of this subsection, the authority shall not be350

considered the sole owner of information developed pursuant to Code Section 15-6-97.1351

or Code Section 15-6-97.2 and Article 5 of Chapter 6 of Title 12."352

SECTION 2-7.353

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 15-6-97.1, relating to the superior354

court civil case information system and funding, as follows:355

"(a)  The Georgia Superior Court Clerks' Cooperative Authority and The Council of356

Superior Court Clerks of Georgia, in agreement with the Georgia Courts Automation357

Commission and the Administrative Office of the Courts, shall participate in the358

development and operation of the civil case filing and disposition information system359

described in paragraph (4) of Code Section 15-5-24 and paragraphs (2), (3), (4), and (5) of360

subsection (a) of Code Section 15-5-82. The authority shall provide such data in electronic361

format to the Georgia Courts Automation Commission within three days of receipt. The362

media and format shall be determined by the authority and the commission.363
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(b)  The authority shall have the power to use funds available and participate in364

agreements, contracts, and networks necessary or convenient for the performance of the365

duties described in subsection (a) of this Code section Reserved."366

SECTION 2-8.367

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 15-7-50, relating to the authority of368

the clerks of state courts, as follows:369

"15-7-50.370

Clerks of state courts are authorized and directed to:371

(1)  File and enter all civil case filing and disposition forms required to be filed pursuant372

to subsection (b) of Code Section 9-11-3 and subsection (b) of Code Section 9-11-58;373

(2)  Transmit to the Superior Court Clerks' Cooperative Authority within 30 days of filing374

the data contained on the civil case filing and disposition forms prescribed in Code375

Section 9-11-133 to the Administrative Office of the Courts through electronic means376

provided by the Administrative Office of the Courts for such purpose which shall377

constitute the only transmission of such data required between the clerks of the state378

courts and the Administrative Office of the Courts; and379

(3)  Participate in agreements, contracts, and networks necessary or convenient for the380

performance of the duties provided in paragraphs (1) and (2) of this Code section."381

SECTION 2-9.382

Article 1 of Chapter 9 of Title 19 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to383

general provisions for child custody proceedings, is amended by revising Code Section384

19-9-1.2, relating to the required domestic relations case filing information form, as follows:385

"19-9-1.2.386

Pursuant to Code Section 9-11-3, and in addition to the filing requirements contained in387

Code Section 19-6-15, in all proceedings under this article the plaintiff shall file a domestic388

relations case filing information form as set forth in Code Section 9-11-133 prescribed by389

the Judicial Council of Georgia."390

SECTION 2-10.391

Said article is further amended by revising subsection (h) of Code Section 19-9-3, relating392

to discretion of judge in child custody disputes and filing of domestic relations final393

disposition form, as follows:394

"(h)  In addition to filing requirements contained in Code Section 19-6-15, upon the395

conclusion of any proceeding under this article, the domestic relations final disposition396
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form as set forth in Code Section 9-11-133 prescribed by the Judicial Council of Georgia397

shall be filed."398

PART III399

SECTION 3-1.400

This Act shall become effective on January 1, 2018.401

SECTION 3-2.402

All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this Act are repealed.403
