Amend the Senate Committee on Regulated Industries and Utilities substitute to HB 887 (LC
36 3670S) by deleting lines 72 and 73 and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

(16) 'Historic district' means an area designated as a historic district under Article 2 of

Chapter 10 of Title 44, the 'Georgia Historic Preservation Act;' any area designated as a

historic district by a local code, administrative rule, or requlation adopted by a local

governing authority through an ordinance prior to January 1, 2018; or a qroup of

buildings,

By deleting lines 242 through 247 and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

(i) Subiject to Code Section 36-66C-3, an authority may require written reasonable and

objective design or concealment measures in a historic district that do not discriminate

between wireless providers. Any such design or concealment measures shall not be

considered a part of the small wireless facility for purposes of the size restrictions provided

in paragraph (26) of Code Section 36-66C-1. An authority may deny an application to

install a utility pole at a location in a historic district that such authority determines would

detract from the historic character of the surrounding area. An authority may waive any

ordinances or other requirements that are subject to this subsection.
