WHEREAS, she continued to tackle both comedic and dramatic parts in numerous films,
including Chicago, in which her role as prison matron Mama Morton earned her an Academy
Award nomination for best supporting actress; and later, she starred in the HBO film, Bessie,
in which she portrayed the legendary singer Bessie Smith and was recognized for her work

with both Emmy and Golden Globe nominations; and

WHEREAS, she has made many guest television appearances on shows such as 30 Rock and

Single Ladies, and she hosted her own daytime talk show for several seasons; and
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WHEREAS, she also is a spokesperson for CoverGirl Cosmetics and has her own cosmetic

line with the company, The Queen Collection; and

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this

remarkable and distinguished individual be appropriately recognized.
