A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT

To amend Article 23 of Chapter 2 of Title 20, Chapter 1 of Title 35, and Article 1 of
Chapter 6 of Title 40 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to traffic safety,
general provisions for law enforcement officers and agencies, and general provisions
regarding the uniform rules of the road, respectively, so as to authorize certain personnel
employed by or volunteering for law enforcement agencies or fire departments to assist in
directing and regulating the flow of traffic and to clarify provisions relating thereto; to
provide for training requirements; to provide for related matters; to repeal conflicting laws;

and for other purposes.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:

SECTION 1.
Acrticle 23 of Chapter 2 of Title 20 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to
traffic safety, is amended by revising Code Section 20-2-1131, relating to direction of traffic
by school-crossing guards, as follows:
"20-2-1131.

Any person who is aschoet-crossing-guare designated by a local law enforcement agency
as set forth in Code Section 35-1-11 shall be authorized to direct and regulate the flow of

traffic at school crossings or within a reduced speed school zone during the time when steh

sehootl-crossing-gtard he or she is on duty.”

SECTION 2.
Chapter 1 of Title 35 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to general
provisions for law enforcement officers and agencies, is amended by revising Code Section
35-1-11, relating to police volunteers for traffic control, as follows:
"35-1-11.

A police chief of a local law enforcement agency or fire chief of a local fire department,

with the approval of the local governing authority, shall be authorized to designate, and
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equip, and train nonsworn police employees and firefighters and volunteers ane-o-provide

to assist in traffic control,

provided that such individuals have successfully completed at least one hour of a traffic

control training program approved by the Georgia Public Safety Training Center. With the

approval of the police chief of a local law enforcement agency or fire chief of a local fire
department, apetice-vetunteer such individuals shall be authorized to direct and regulate
the flow of traffic trthe-eventofa

sittation.  A-pohice-volunteer Any such individual who is not certified pursuant to the

requirements of Chapter 8 of this title shall not have the power of arrest provided to peace

officers.”

SECTION 3.
Acrticle 1 of Chapter 6 of Title 40 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to
general provisions regarding the uniform rules of the road, is amended by revising Code
Section 40-6-2, relating to obedience to authorized persons directing traffic, as follows:
"40-6-2.
No person shall fail or refuse to comply with any lawful order or direction of any police
officer; or firefighter, police employee or volunteer authorized under Code Section
35-1-11, or sehoot-erosstngguard individual designated by-atecaHawenforcementagenecy
tnvestedbytaw under Code Section 20-2-1131with the authority to direct, control, or

regulate traffic.”

SECTION 4.

All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this Act are repealed.
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
