A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To amend the Official Code of Georgia Annotated so as to repeal the imposition of the death1

penalty in this state; to repeal references to procedures related to capital cases; to provide for2

related matters; to provide for an effective date; to repeal conflicting laws; and for other3

purposes.4

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:5

SECTION 1.6

Article 1 of Chapter 10 of Title 17 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to7

procedure for sentencing and imposition of punishment, is amended by adding a new Code8

section to read as follows:9

"17-10-1.5.10

Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary, on and after the effective date11

of this Code section, the imposition of capital punishment is prohibited in this state.  The12

sentence of any person under sentence of death on the effective date of this Code section13

shall be commuted to a sentence of life without parole."14

SECTION 2.15

Title 5 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to appeal and error, is amended16

by revising Code Section 5-5-40, relating to time of motion for new trial generally,17

amendments, extension of time for filing transcript, time of hearing, priority to cases in18

which death penalty imposed, appeal not limited to grounds urged, and new trial on court's19

own motion, as follows:20

"5-5-40.21

(a)  All motions for new trial, except in extraordinary cases, shall be made within 30 days22

of the entry of the judgment on the verdict or entry of the judgment where the case was23

tried without a jury.24

(b)  The motion may be amended any time on or before the ruling thereon.25
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(c)  Where the grounds of the motion require consideration of the transcript of evidence or26

proceedings, the court may in its discretion grant an extension of time, except in cases27

where the death penalty is imposed, for the preparation and filing of the transcript, which28

may be done any time on or before the hearing; or the court may in its discretion hear and29

determine the motion before the transcript of evidence and proceedings is prepared and30

filed.31

(d)  The grounds of the motion need not be approved by the court.32

(e)  The motion may be heard at any time; but, where it is not heard at the time specified33

in the order, it shall stand for hearing at such time as the court by order at any time may34

prescribe, unless sooner disposed of.35

(f)  Motions for new trial in cases in which the death penalty is imposed shall be given36

priority.37

(g)  On appeal, a party shall not be limited to the grounds urged in the motion or any38

amendment thereof.39

(h)(g)  The court also shall be empowered to grant a new trial on its own motion within 3040

days from entry of the judgment, except in criminal cases where the defendant was41

acquitted."42

SECTION 3.43

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 5-6-11, relating to issuance of44

remittitur in cases involving death penalty, as follows:45

"5-6-11.46

In all cases where the Supreme Court of Georgia has affirmed the imposition of the death47

penalty in a case or has affirmed the denial of a petition for a writ of habeas corpus in any48

case in which the death penalty has been imposed, the remittitur shall not issue from that49

court for at least 90 days from the date of the court's decision, or from the date of the50

court's denial of a motion for a rehearing, if such motion is timely filed, whichever is later;51

provided, however, that this Code section shall not apply where the defendant has52

previously applied for a writ of habeas corpus which has been denied and the denial thereof53

has been affirmed by the Supreme Court of Georgia, or where the writ has been granted but54

the grant thereof has been reversed by the Supreme Court of Georgia.  Reserved."55

SECTION 4.56

Said title is further amended in Code Section 5-6-34, relating to judgments and rulings57

deemed directly appealable, procedure for review of judgments, orders, or decisions not58

subject to direct appeal, scope of review, and hearings in criminal cases involving a capital59

offense for which death penalty is sought, by revising subsection (c) as follows:60
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"(c)  In criminal cases involving a capital offense for which the death penalty is sought, a61

hearing shall be held as provided in Code Section 17-10-35.2 to determine if there shall be62

a review of pretrial proceedings by the Supreme Court prior to a trial before a jury.  Review63

of pretrial proceedings, if ordered by the trial court, shall be exclusively as provided by64

Code Section 17-10-35.1 and no certificate of immediate review shall be necessary.65

Reserved."66

SECTION 5.67

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 5-6-38, relating to time of filing notice68

of appeal, cross appeal, record and transcript for cross appeal, division of costs, and appeals69

in capital offense cases for which death penalty is sought, as follows:70

"5-6-38.71

(a)  A notice of appeal shall be filed within 30 days after entry of the appealable decision72

or judgment complained of; but when a motion for new trial, a motion in arrest of73

judgment, or a motion for judgment notwithstanding the verdict has been filed, the notice74

shall be filed within 30 days after the entry of the order granting, overruling, or otherwise75

finally disposing of the motion.  In civil cases, the appellee may institute cross appeal by76

filing notice thereof within 15 days from service of the notice of appeal by the appellant;77

and the appellee may present for adjudication on the cross appeal all errors or rulings78

adversely affecting him or her; and in no case shall the appellee be required to institute an79

independent appeal on his or her own right, although the appellee may at his or her option80

file an independent appeal.  The notice of cross appeal shall set forth the title and docket81

number of the case, the name of the appellee, the name and address of his or her attorney,82

and a designation of any portions of the record or transcript designated for omission by the83

appellant and which the appellee desires included and shall state that the appellee takes a84

cross appeal.  In all cases where the notice of appeal did not specify that a transcript of85

evidence and proceedings was to be transmitted as a part of the record on appeal, the notice86

of cross appeal shall state whether such transcript is to be filed for inclusion in the record87

on appeal.  A copy of the notice of cross appeal shall be served on other parties of record88

in the manner prescribed by Code Section 5-6-32.89

(b)  Where a cross appeal is filed, only one record and, where specified, only one transcript90

of evidence and proceedings need be prepared and transmitted to the appellate court; but91

the cross appellant may, at his or her election, require that such a separate record (and92

transcript, if required) be transmitted.  Where a cross appeal is filed and only one record93

(and transcript, where required) is sent up, the court shall by order provide for the division94

of costs therefor between the parties if they are unable to do so by agreement.95
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(c)  Notwithstanding subsection (a) of this Code section, where either the state or the96

defendant wishes to appeal any judgment, ruling, or order in the pretrial proceedings of a97

criminal case involving a capital offense for which the death penalty is sought, such appeal98

shall be brought as provided in Code Section 17-10-35.1."99

SECTION 6.100

Said title is further amended in Code Section 5-6-41, relating to reporting, preparation, and101

disposition of transcript, correction of omissions or misstatements, preparation of transcript102

from recollections, filing of disallowed papers, filing of stipulations in lieu of transcript, and103

reporting at party's expense, by revising subsection (e) as follows:104

"(e)  Where a civil or criminal trial is reported by a court reporter and the evidence and105

proceedings are transcribed, the reporter shall complete the transcript and file the original106

and one copy thereof with the clerk of the trial court, together with the court reporter's107

certificate attesting to the correctness thereof.  In criminal cases where the accused was108

convicted of a capital felony, an additional copy shall be filed for the Attorney General, for109

which the court reporter shall receive compensation from the Department of Law as110

provided by law.  The original transcript shall be transmitted to the appellate court as a part111

of the record on appeal; and one copy will be retained in the trial court, both as referred to112

in Code Section 5-6-43.  Upon filing by the reporter, the transcript shall become a part of113

the record in the case and need not be approved by the trial judge."114

SECTION 7.115

Said title is further amended in Code Section 5-6-43, relating to preparation and transmittal116

of record on appeal by court clerk, retention of copy by clerk, furnishing at no cost to117

Attorney General in capital cases, and notification where defendant confined to jail, by118

revising subsection (b) as follows:119

"(b)  Where the accused in a criminal case was convicted of a capital felony, the clerk shall120

likewise furnish, at no cost, the Attorney General with an exact copy of the record on121

appeal. Reserved."122

SECTION 8.123

Said title is further amended in Code Section 5-6-45, relating to operation of notice of appeal124

as supersedeas in criminal cases, bond, and review, by revising subsection (a) as follows:125

"(a)  In all criminal cases, the notice of appeal filed as provided in Code Sections 5-6-37126

and 5-6-38 shall serve as supersedeas in all cases where a sentence of death has been127

imposed or where the defendant is admitted to bail.  If the sentence is bailable, the128

defendant may give bond in an amount prescribed by the presiding judge, with security129
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approved by the clerk, conditioned upon the defendant's personal appearance to abide the130

final judgment or sentence of the court.  If the judgment or sentence is or includes a fine131

which is unconditionally required to be paid, and is not required to be paid over a period132

of probation, nor as a condition of a suspended or probated sentence, nor as an alternative133

sentence, the bond may also be conditioned upon payment of the fine at the time the134

defendant appears to abide the final judgment or sentence."135

SECTION 9.136

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 5-7-5, relating to right of accused to137

bail and amount of bail reviewable by appellate court, as follows:138

"5-7-5.139

In the event the state files an appeal as authorized in this chapter, the accused shall be140

entitled to be released on reasonable bail pending the disposition of the appeal, except in141

those cases punishable by death.  The amount of the bail, to be set by the court, shall be142

reviewable on direct application by the court to which the appeal is taken."143

SECTION 10.144

Chapter 14 of Title 9 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to habeas corpus,145

is amended by revising Code Section 9-14-4, relating to petition for writ, verification, and146

to whom presented, as follows:147

"9-14-4.148

The petition for the writ of habeas corpus must shall be verified by the oath of the applicant149

or some other person in his or her behalf.  It may be presented to the judge of the superior150

court of the circuit in which the illegal detention exists who may order the party restrained151

of his or her liberty to be brought before him or her from any county in his or her circuit,152

or it may be presented to the judge of the probate court of the county, except in cases of153

capital felonies or in which a person is held for extradition under warrant of the Governor."154

SECTION 11.155

Said chapter is further amended in Code Section 9-14-42, relating to grounds for writ and156

waiver of objection to jury composition, by revising subsection (c) as follows:157

"(c)  Any action brought pursuant to this article shall be filed within one year in the case158

of a misdemeanor, except as otherwise provided in Code Section 40-13-33, or within four159

years in the case of a felony, other than one challenging a conviction for which a death160

sentence has been imposed or challenging a sentence of death, from:161

(1)  The judgment of conviction becoming final by the conclusion of direct review or the162

expiration of the time for seeking such review; provided, however, that any person whose163
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conviction has become final as of July 1, 2004, regardless of the date of conviction, shall164

have until July 1, 2005, in the case of a misdemeanor or until July 1, 2008, in the case of165

a felony to bring an action pursuant to this Code section;166

(2)  The date on which an impediment to filing a petition which was created by state167

action in violation of the Constitution or laws of the United States or of this state is168

removed, if the petitioner was prevented from filing such state action;169

(3)  The date on which the right asserted was initially recognized by the Supreme Court170

of the United States or the Supreme Court of Georgia, if that right was newly recognized171

by said courts and made retroactively applicable to cases on collateral review; or172

(4)  The date on which the facts supporting the claims presented could have been173

discovered through the exercise of due diligence."174

SECTION 12.175

Said chapter is further amended by revising Code Section 9-14-47, relating to time for176

answer and hearing, as follows:177

"9-14-47.178

Except as otherwise provided in Code Section 9-14-47.1 with respect to petitions179

challenging for the first time state court proceedings resulting in a sentence of death, within180

Within 20 days after the filing and docketing of a petition under this article or within such181

further time as the court may set, the respondent shall answer or move to dismiss the182

petition.  The court shall set the case for a hearing on the issues within a reasonable time183

after the filing of defensive pleadings."184

SECTION 13.185

Said chapter is further amended by repealing Code Section 9-14-47.1, relating to petitions186

challenging for the first time state court proceedings resulting in death sentence, in its187

entirety.188

SECTION 14.189

Said chapter is further amended in Code Section 9-14-48, relating to hearing, evidence,190

depositions, affidavits, determination of compliance with procedural rules, and disposition,191

by revising subsection (e) as follows:192

"(e)  A petition, other than one challenging a conviction for which a death sentence has193

been imposed or challenging a sentence of death, may be dismissed if there is a194

particularized showing that the respondent has been prejudiced in its ability to respond to195

the petition by delay in its filing unless the petitioner shows by a preponderance of the196

evidence that it is based on grounds of which he or she could not have had knowledge by197
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the exercise of reasonable diligence before the circumstances prejudicial to the respondent198

occurred.  This subsection shall apply only to convictions had before July 1, 2004."199

SECTION 15.200

Title 15 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to courts, is amended by revising201

Code Section 15-1-9.1, relating to requesting judicial assistance from other courts, as202

follows:203

"15-1-9.1.204

(a)  As used in this Code section, the term:205

(1)  'Administrative judge' means a superior court judge or senior judge of the superior206

court elected within an administrative district as provided by Code Section 15-5-4.207

(2)  'Chief judge' means the judge most senior in time of service or, if applicable, the208

judge to whom the administrative duties of a court have been assigned.209

(3)  'Judge' includes Justices, judges, senior judges, magistrates, and every other such210

judicial officer of whatever name existing or created.211

(4)  'Part-time judge' means a judge who serves on a continuing or periodic basis but who212

is permitted by law to devote time to some other profession or occupation and whose213

compensation for that reason is less than that of a full-time judge.214

(b)(1)  If assistance is needed from a judge outside of the county, a superior court judge215

of this state or the chief judge of a class of courts other than an appellate court may make216

a request for judicial assistance in the court served by said requesting judge to the217

administrative judge of the judicial administrative district in which said requesting judge's218

court is located, if any of the following circumstances arises:219

(A)  A judge of the requesting court is disqualified for any cause from presiding in any220

matter pending before the court;221

(B)  A judge of the requesting court is unable to preside because of disability, illness,222

or absence;223

(C)  A judge of the requesting court is unable to preside because such judge is224

performing ordered military duty as such term is defined in Code Section 38-2-279; or225

(D)  A majority of the judges of the requesting court determines that the business of the226

court requires the temporary assistance of an additional judge or additional judges.227

(2)  If assistance is needed from a judge from the same county, the chief judge of any228

court within such county of this state may make a written request for assistance to the229

chief judge of any other court within such county, a senior judge of the superior court, a230

retired judge, or a judge emeritus of any court within the county.  The request by the chief231

judge may be made if any of the following circumstances arises:232
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(A)  A judge of the requesting court is disqualified for any cause from presiding in any233

matter pending before the court;234

(B)  A judge of the requesting court is unable to preside because of disability, illness,235

or absence;236

(C)  A judge of the requesting court is unable to preside because such judge is237

performing ordered military duty as such term is defined in Code Section 38-2-279;238

(D)  A majority of the judges of the requesting court determines that the business of the239

court requires the temporary assistance of an additional judge or additional judges; or240

(E)  A majority of the judges of the requesting court determines that the business of the241

court requires the permanent assistance of an additional judge or additional judges.  If242

the requesting court is a state or superior court, the assisting judge or assisting judges243

may hear and decide matters otherwise in the exclusive jurisdiction of the state or244

superior court without regard to time, type of case, or limitations contained in the rules245

of such state or superior court; provided, however, that a chief magistrate or magistrate246

may serve as a permanent assisting judge only in counties having a population of247

180,000 or more according to the United States decennial census of 1990 or any future248

such census.249

(3)  When a petition for habeas corpus is filed challenging for the first time state court250

proceedings resulting in a death sentence, the clerk of the superior court acting on behalf251

of the chief judge shall make a request for judicial assistance to the president of The252

Council of Superior Court Judges of Georgia.  Within 30 days of receipt of a request for253

judicial assistance, the president of The Council of Superior Court Judges of Georgia254

shall, under guidelines promulgated by the executive committee of said council, assign255

the case to a judge of a circuit other than the circuit in which the conviction and sentence256

were imposed.257

(4)  In petitions under this article challenging for a second or subsequent time a state258

court proceeding resulting in a death sentence, the chief judge of the court where the259

petition is filed may make a request for judicial assistance to the president of The Council260

of Superior Court Judges of Georgia upon certifying that the business of the court will261

be impaired unless assistance is obtained.  Within 30 days of receipt of a request for262

judicial assistance, the president of The Council of Superior Court Judges of Georgia263

shall, under guidelines promulgated by the executive committee of said council, assign264

the case to a judge of a circuit other than the circuit in which the conviction and sentence265

were imposed.266

(c)  A chief judge of a requesting court or assisting court shall be presumed to act with the267

consent of all judges of the court.  However, if a judge of a court shall insist, all judges of268
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that court shall vote upon whether to ratify the action taken by the chief judge under this269

Code section.270

(d)(1)  If the chief judge is unable because of disability, illness, or absence to make a271

request for assistance, a majority of the judges of the court may make such a request for272

him or her.  If a court is served by only one judge who, himself or herself, is unable to273

make a request because of disability, illness, or absence, or when the judge or judges of274

the court fail to procure assistance in the event of the absence, illness, disability, or275

disqualification of one of the judges, and it is satisfactorily made to appear to the276

Governor that any regular or special term of any court will not be held or continued in277

session because of such failure to procure assistance, the Governor shall request the278

administrative judge of the judicial administrative district within which district the court279

in need of assistance lies to assign another judge to hold the regular or special term of280

such court.  However, no judge shall be named or assigned to hold court when the time281

fixed by law for holding the term of court conflicts with the holding of any regular or282

special term already called by him such judge in his or her own court.283

(2)  If a vacancy shall occur in the judicial office for which the Governor has had to284

request assistance from the administrative judge of the judicial administrative district in285

a situation wherein the conditions exist as provided in paragraph (1) of this subsection,286

the Governor may appoint a judge of a court of record as an interim judge to fill287

temporarily such vacancy until the vacancy is permanently filled as provided by law.288

(e)  The administrative judge of the district receiving a request for assistance shall289

designate a judge to preside as requested.  The designated judge may consent to preside in290

the requesting court provided he or she is otherwise qualified to serve as a judge in the291

requesting court.  The qualifications of residency within a particular political or geographic292

subdivision of the state shall not apply to a designated judge.  The designation shall be293

made in writing and delivered to the judge requesting assistance.294

(f)  The written designation shall identify the court in need of assistance, the county where295

located, the time period covered, the specific case or cases for which assistance is sought296

if applicable, and the reason that assistance is needed.  The written designation shall be297

filed and recorded on the minutes of the clerk of the court requesting assistance.  Any298

amendment to the designation shall be written, filed, and recorded as is the original299

designation.300

(g)  A judge rendering assistance in accordance with this Code section shall discharge all301

the duties and shall exercise all of the powers and authority of a judge of the court in which302

he or she is presiding.303

(h)  The governing authority responsible for funding the operation of the requesting court304

shall bear the expenses of the judge rendering assistance in accordance with this Code305
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section, except that such judges presiding in the appellate or superior courts in accordance306

with this Code section shall be compensated by state funds appropriated or otherwise307

available for the operation of these courts.308

(i)  Senior judges of the superior courts, senior judges appointed pursuant to Code309

Section 15-1-9.3, part-time judges, and retired judges or judges emeritus of the state courts310

shall receive the amount of compensation and payment for expenses as provided by Code311

Section 15-1-9.2.  All other judges rendering assistance in accordance with this Code312

section shall be entitled to actual travel and lodging expenses but shall not be entitled to313

any additional compensation for this assistance.314

(j)  The court reporter, support personnel, facilities, equipment, and supplies necessary to315

perform the duties requested shall be provided to any judge rendering assistance in316

accordance with this Code section by the requesting court, unless otherwise agreed.317

(k)  In the event that the judge requesting assistance is a superior court judge other than a318

chief judge, then a copy of the assignment shall also be filed with the chief judge of the319

court to be assisted.320

(l)  As an alternative to the other provisions of this Code section, any judge other than a321

superior court judge may, under the circumstances described in subparagraph (b)(1)(B) or322

(b)(1)(C) of this Code section, request judicial assistance from any other judge who is not323

a superior court judge and who is otherwise qualified; and the judge so requested may324

agree to so serve.  When one judge serves in the court of another pursuant to this325

subsection, a written designation by the requesting judge shall be filed and recorded on the326

minutes in the same general manner as provided for in subsection (f) of this Code section327

and the provisions of subsection (h) of this Code section shall apply with respect to the328

payment of expenses.  The provisions of this subsection are supplementary to the329

provisions of the other subsections of this Code section.330

(m)  This Code section shall be supplementary to other laws relating to the authorization331

of replacement judges.332

(n)  Notwithstanding the provisions of this Code section, a senior judge shall not be333

assigned, designated, or preside in any criminal case involving a capital offense for which334

the death penalty may be imposed once the state has filed a notice of its intention to seek335

the death penalty; provided, however, that a senior judge may be assigned, designated, or336

preside in such a case if the judge had previously been assigned or designated and presided337

over such case while serving as an elected superior court judge prior to attaining senior338

judge status."339
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SECTION 16.340

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 15-1-9.2, relating to senior judge of341

superior courts, as follows:342

"15-1-9.2.343

(a)  The office of senior judge of the superior courts is created, and judges of the superior344

courts or former judges of the superior courts may become senior judges as follows:345

(1)  Any judge of the superior courts who retires pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 8346

or Chapter 23 of Title 47 and any such judge who receives a disability retirement benefit347

under such chapter may become a senior judge beginning on the effective date of the348

judge's retirement; and349

(2)  Any judge of the superior courts, whether or not said judge is a member of the350

retirement system created by Chapter 23 of Title 47, who ceases holding office as a judge351

of the superior courts and who has at least ten years of service as a judge of the superior352

courts at the time of ceasing to hold office and who is not eligible for appointment to the353

office of senior judge under any other law of this state may become a senior judge.354

(a.1)  Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (a) of this Code section, any Justice of355

the Supreme Court of Georgia, Judge of the Court of Appeals, superior court judge, state356

court judge, magistrate court judge, or juvenile court judge who ceases holding office as357

a judge and who has a total of ten years of service in any combination of such offices or358

a total of nine years of service in any combination of such offices plus at least one year of359

service as chairperson of the State Board of Workers' Compensation may become a senior360

judge.  Said combination must include at least five years' service as a Justice of the361

Supreme Court, Judge of the Court of Appeals, or judge of the superior court or at least five362

years as total served in combination as Justice of the Supreme Court, Judge of the Court363

of Appeals, or judge of the superior court.364

(a.2)  Senior judge status as provided in this Code section shall be acquired by a qualified365

former judge's applying to the Governor for appointment as senior judge.  The Governor366

shall appoint each qualified applicant as a senior judge.367

(b)  The chief judge of any appellate or superior court of this state may make a written368

request for assistance to a senior judge.  The request by the chief judge may be made if one369

of the following circumstances arise:370

(1)  A judge of the requesting court is disqualified for any cause from presiding in any371

matter pending before the court;372

(2)  A judge of the requesting court is unable to preside because of disability, illness, or373

absence; or374
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(3)  A majority of the judges of the requesting court determines that the business of the375

court requires the temporary assistance of an additional judge or additional judges as376

provided for in Code Section 15-1-9.1.377

(c)  An active judge may call upon a senior judge to serve in an emergency or when the378

volume of cases or other unusual circumstances cause such service to be necessary in order379

to provide for the speedy and efficient disposition of the business of the circuit.380

(d)(1)  Senior judges serving as judges of an appellate or superior court under this Code381

section or any other provision of law shall receive compensation from state funds for each382

day of service, in the amount of the annual state salary of a judge of the applicable court,383

divided by 235.  In addition to such compensation, such senior judges shall receive their384

actual expenses or, at the judge's option, in the event of service outside the county of the385

judge's residence, the same per diem expense authorized by law for members of the386

General Assembly and shall receive mileage at the same rate as other state employees for387

such services.  Such compensation, expenses, and mileage shall be paid from state funds388

appropriated or otherwise available for the operation of the appellate or superior courts,389

upon a certificate by the senior judge as to the number of days served or the expenses and390

mileage.  Such compensation shall not affect, diminish, or otherwise impair the payment391

or receipt of any retirement or pension benefits, when applicable, of such judge.392

(2)  Senior judges serving as judges of any court other than an appellate or superior court393

under this Code section or any other provision of law shall receive compensation for each394

day of service, in the amount of the annual salary of a judge of the applicable court,395

divided by 235.  In addition to such compensation, such senior judges shall receive their396

actual expenses or, at the judge's option, in the event of service outside the county of the397

judge's residence, the same per diem expense authorized by law for members of the398

General Assembly and shall receive mileage at the same rate as state employees for such399

services.  Such compensation, expenses, and mileage shall be paid from funds400

appropriated or otherwise available for the operation of the applicable court, upon a401

certificate by the senior judge as to the number of days served or the expenses and402

mileage.

over such case while serving as an elected superior court judge prior to attaining senior410

judge status."411
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SECTION 17.412

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 15-1-9.3, relating to senior judge of413

state court, probate court, or juvenile court, and capital cases, as follows:414

"15-1-9.3.415

(a)(1)  Any state court judge or juvenile court judge who retires pursuant to the provisions416

of Chapter 23 of Title 47 after having served for ten or more years in any combination417

of service as a judge of a state court or juvenile court may be appointed a senior judge of418

the type of court from which the judge retired.419

(2)  Any state court or juvenile court judge, whether or not said judge is a member of the420

retirement fund created by Chapter 23 of Title 47, who ceases holding office as a judge421

and who has at least ten years in any combination of service as judge of a state court or422

juvenile court at the time of ceasing to hold office and who is not eligible for appointment423

to the office of senior judge under any other law of this state may be appointed as a senior424

judge as provided in this Code section.425

(3)  No judge of a state court or juvenile court who retires because of disability pursuant426

to the provisions of Chapter 23 of Title 47 shall be eligible for appointment as a senior427

judge pursuant to the provisions of this Code section.428

(4)  In this paragraph, 'probate court' has the same meaning as set out in paragraph (2) of429

Code Section 15-9-120.  Any judge of the probate court who ceases holding office as a430

judge of the probate court after serving as such for at least ten years and who has not been431

appointed to the office of senior judge under any other law of this state may be appointed432

as a senior judge as provided in this Code section.433

(b)  Upon becoming eligible for appointment pursuant to the provisions of this Code434

section, a judge who ceases to hold office may become a senior judge and in that capacity435

may be called upon to serve as a justice or judge in any court of this state.436

(c)  Senior judge status shall be acquired by a qualified former judge's applying to the437

Governor for appointment as senior judge.  The Governor shall appoint each qualified438

applicant as a senior judge.439

(d)  The judge of any court of this state may make a written request for assistance to a440

senior judge.  The request by the judge may be made if one of the following circumstances441

arise:442

(1)  A judge of the requesting court is disqualified for any cause from presiding in any443

matter pending before the court;444

(2)  A judge of the requesting court is unable to preside because of disability, illness, or445

absence; or446
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(3)  A majority of the judges of the requesting court determines that the business of the447

court requires the temporary assistance of an additional judge or additional judges as448

provided for in Code Section 15-1-9.1.449

(e)  An active judge may call upon a senior judge to serve in an emergency or when the450

volume of cases or other unusual circumstances cause such service to be necessary in order451

to provide for the timely and efficient disposition of the business of the court.452

(f)  A senior judge shall receive compensation and expenses as provided in subsection (d)453

of Code Section 15-1-9.2.454

(g)  Notwithstanding the provisions of this Code section, a senior judge shall not be455

assigned, designated, or preside in any criminal case involving a capital offense for which456

the death penalty may be imposed once the state has filed a notice of its intention to seek457

the death penalty; provided, however, that a senior judge may be assigned, designated, or458

preside in such a case if the judge had previously been assigned or designated and presided459

over such case while serving as an elected superior court judge prior to attaining senior460

judge status."461

SECTION 18.462

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 15-3-3, relating to jurisdiction over463

certain crimes, as follows:464

"15-3-3.465

Pursuant to Article VI, Section V, Paragraph III of the Constitution of this state, the Court466

of Appeals shall have jurisdiction of the trial and correction of errors of law in cases467

involving the crimes of armed robbery, rape, and kidnapping wherein the death penalty has468

not been imposed."469

SECTION 19.470

Said title is further amended in Code Section 15-12-142, relating to separation and471

confinement, by revising subsection (a) as follows:472

"(a)  At any time during the trial of a civil or criminal case, except in capital cases, either473

before or during jury deliberation, the judge may, in his or her discretion, allow the jury to474

be separated and the members thereof to be dispersed under appropriate instructions."475

SECTION 20.476

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 15-12-160.1, relating to impanelling477

jurors for criminal trials and choosing and summoning prospective jurors if necessary to fill478

panel, as follows:479
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"15-12-160.1.480

On and after July 1, 2012, when any person stands indicted for a felony, the court shall481

have impaneled 30 jurors from which the defense and prosecution may strike jurors;482

provided, however, that in any case in which the state announces its intention to seek the483

death penalty, the court shall have impaneled 42 jurors from which the defense and state484

may strike jurors.  If, for any reason, after striking from the panel there remain fewer than485

12 qualified jurors to try the case, the clerk shall choose and cause to be summoned such486

numbers of persons who are competent prospective jurors as may be necessary to provide487

a full panel or successive panels.  In making up the panel or successive panels, the clerk488

shall choose the names of prospective trial jurors in the same manner as prospective trial489

and the state shall be allowed the same number of peremptory challenges."517

amended in Code Section 16-1-3, relating to definitions, by revising paragraph (5) as520

"(5)  'Felony' means a crime punishable by death, by imprisonment for life, or by522

imprisonment for more than 12 months."523

SECTION 24.524

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 16-4-6, relating to penalties for525

criminal attempt, as follows:526

"16-4-6.527

(a)  A person convicted of the offense of criminal attempt to commit a crime punishable528

by death or by life imprisonment shall be punished by imprisonment for not less than one529

year nor more than 30 years.530

(b)  A person convicted of the offense of criminal attempt to commit a felony, other than531

a felony punishable by death or life imprisonment, shall be punished by imprisonment for532

not less than one year nor more than one-half the maximum period of time for which he or533

she could have been sentenced if he or she had been convicted of the crime attempted, by534

one-half the maximum fine to which he or she could have been subjected if he or she had535

been convicted of the crime attempted, or both.536

A person543

convicted of the offense of criminal solicitation to commit a crime punishable by death or544

by life imprisonment shall be punished by imprisonment for not less than one nor more545

than five years."546
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SECTION 26.547

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 16-4-8, relating to conspiracy to548

A person commits the offense of conspiracy to commit a crime when he or she together551

with one or more persons conspires to commit any crime and any one or more of such552

persons does any overt act to effect affect the object of the conspiracy.

imprisonment for life without parole, or by imprisonment for life."568

SECTION 28.569

Said title is further amended in Code Section 16-5-40, relating to kidnapping, by revising570

subsection (d) as follows:571

"(d)  A person convicted of the offense of kidnapping shall be punished by:572

(1)  Imprisonment for not less than ten nor more than 20 years if the kidnapping involved573

a victim who was 14 years of age or older;574

(2)  Imprisonment for life or by a split sentence that is a term of imprisonment for not less575

than 25 years and not exceeding life imprisonment, followed by probation for life, if the576

kidnapping involved a victim who is less than 14 years of age;577

(3)  Life imprisonment or death if the kidnapping was for ransom; or578

(4)  Life imprisonment or death if the person kidnapped received bodily injury."579
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SECTION 29.580

Said title is further amended in Code Section 16-5-44, relating to hijacking an aircraft, by581

revising subsection (c) as follows:582

"(c)  A person convicted of the offense of hijacking an aircraft shall be punished by death583

or life imprisonment."584

SECTION 30.585

Said title is further amended in Code Section 16-6-1, relating to rape, by revising subsection586

(b) as follows:587

"(b)  A person convicted of the offense of rape shall be punished by death, by imprisonment588

for life without parole, by imprisonment for life, or by a split sentence that is a term of589

imprisonment for not less than 25 years and not exceeding life imprisonment, followed by590

probation for life.  Any person convicted under this Code section shall, in addition, be591

subject to the sentencing and punishment provisions of Code Sections 17-10-6.1 and592

17-10-7."593

SECTION 31.594

Said title is further amended in Code Section 16-8-41, relating to armed robbery, robbery by595

intimidation, and taking controlled substance from pharmacy in course of committing596

offense, by revising subsection (b) as follows:597

"(b)  A person convicted of the offense of armed robbery shall be punished by death or598

imprisonment for life or by imprisonment for not less than ten nor more than 20 years."599

SECTION 32.600

Said title is further amended in Code Section 16-10-70, relating to perjury, by revising601

subsection (b) as follows:602

"(b)  A person convicted of the offense of perjury shall be punished by a fine of not more603

than $1,000.00 or by imprisonment for not less than one nor more than ten years, or both.604

A person convicted of the offense of perjury that was a cause of another's being imprisoned605

shall be sentenced to a term not to exceed the sentence provided for the crime for which606

the other person was convicted.  A person convicted of the offense of perjury that was a607

cause of another's being punished by death shall be punished by life imprisonment."608

SECTION 33.609

Said title is further amended in Code Section 16-11-1, relating to treason, by revising610

subsection (b) as follows:611

Said title is further amended in Code Section 16-11-221, relating to penalties regarding615

domestic terrorism, by revising paragraph (1) of subsection (a) as follows:616

"(1)  If death results to any individual, by death, by imprisonment for life without parole,617

or by imprisonment for life;"618

SECTION 35.619

Title 17 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to criminal procedure, is620

amended in Code Section 17-3-1, relating to limitation on prosecutions generally, by revising621

subsection (b) as follows:622

"(b)  Except as otherwise provided in Code Section 17-3-2.1, prosecution for other crimes623

punishable by death or life imprisonment shall be commenced within seven years after the624

commission of the crime except as provided by subsection (d) of this Code section;625

provided, however, that prosecution for the crime of forcible rape shall be commenced626

within 15 years after the commission of the crime."627

SECTION 36.628

Said title is further amended in Code Section 17-5-56, relating to maintenance of physical629

evidence containing biological material, by revising subsection (b) as follows:630

"(b)  In a case in which the death penalty is imposed, the evidence shall be maintained until631

the sentence in the case has been carried out.  Evidence in all felony cases that contains632

biological material, including, but not limited to, stains, fluids, or hair samples that relate633

to the identity of the perpetrator of the crime shall be maintained for the period of time that634

the crime remains unsolved or until the sentence in the case is completed, whichever occurs635

last."636

SECTION 37.637

Said title is further amended in Code Section 17-6-1, relating to where offenses bailable,638

procedure, schedule of bails, and appeal bonds, by revising subsection (h) as follows:639

180 days of the date of detention be entitled to have the charge against him or her presented670

to the grand jury.  The superior court shall, upon motion for an extension of time and after671

a hearing and good cause shown, grant one extension to the original 180 day period, not672

to exceed 90 additional days.673

(b)  If the grand jury does not return a true bill against the detained child within the time674

limitations set forth in subsection (a) of this Code section, the detained child's case shall675

(c)  The provisions of this Code section shall not apply to any case in which the prosecuting678

attorney files notice with the court that the detained child is a codefendant to a case in679
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which an adult is charged with committing the same offense and the state has filed a notice680

of its intention to seek the death penalty."681

SECTION 40.682

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 17-7-70, relating to trial upon683

accusations in felony cases and trial upon accusations of felony and misdemeanor cases in684

which guilty plea entered and indictment waived, as follows:685

"17-7-70.686

(a)  In all felony cases, other than cases involving capital felonies, in which defendants687

have been bound over to the superior court, are confined in jail or released on bond pending688

a commitment hearing, or are in jail having waived a commitment hearing, the district689

attorney shall have authority to prefer accusations, and such defendants shall be tried on690

such accusations, provided that defendants going to trial under such accusations shall, in691

writing, waive indictment by a grand jury.692

(b)  Judges of the superior court may open their courts at any time without the presence of693

either a grand jury or a trial jury to receive and act upon pleas of guilty in misdemeanor694

cases and in felony cases, except those punishable by death or life imprisonment, when the695

judge and the defendant consent thereto.  The judge may try the issues in such cases696

without a jury upon an accusation filed by the district attorney where the defendant has697

waived indictment and consented thereto in writing and counsel is present in court698

representing the defendant either by virtue of his or her employment or by appointment by699

the court."700

SECTION 41.701

Said title is further amended in Code Section 17-7-95, relating to plea of nolo contendere in702

noncapital felony cases, imposition of sentence, use of plea in other proceedings, use of plea703

to effect civil disqualifications, and imposition of sentence upon plea deemed jeopardy, by704

revising subsection (a) as follows:705

"(a)  The defendant in all criminal cases other than capital felonies in any court of this state,706

whether the offense charged is a felony or a misdemeanor, may, with the consent and707

approval of the judge of the court, enter a plea of nolo contendere instead of a plea of guilty708

or not guilty."709

SECTION 42.710

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 17-7-131, relating to proceedings upon711

plea of insanity or mental incompetency at time of crime, as follows:712
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"17-7-131.713

(a)  For purposes of this Code section, the term:714

(1)  'Insane at the time of the crime' means meeting the criteria of Code Section 16-3-2715

or 16-3-3.  However, the term shall not include a mental state manifested only by716

repeated unlawful or antisocial conduct.717

(2)  'Intellectual disability' means having significantly subaverage general intellectual718

functioning resulting in or associated with impairments in adaptive behavior which719

manifested during the developmental period.720

(3)  'Mentally ill' means having a disorder of thought or mood which significantly impairs721

judgment, behavior, capacity to recognize reality, or ability to cope with the ordinary722

demands of life.  However, the term 'mental illness' shall not include a mental state723

manifested only by repeated unlawful or antisocial conduct.724

(b)(1)  In all cases in which the defense of insanity, mental illness, or intellectual725

disability is interposed, the jury, or the court if tried by it, shall find whether the726

defendant is:727

(A)  Guilty;728

(B)  Not guilty;729

(C)  Not guilty by reason of insanity at the time of the crime;730

(D)  Guilty but mentally ill at the time of the crime, but the finding of guilty but731

mentally ill shall be made only in felony cases; or732

(E)  Guilty but with intellectual disability, but the finding of intellectual disability shall733

be made only in felony cases.734

(2)  A plea of guilty but mentally ill at the time of the crime or a plea of guilty but  with735

intellectual disability shall not be accepted until the defendant has undergone examination736

by a licensed psychologist or psychiatrist and the court has examined the psychological737

or psychiatric reports, held a hearing on the issue of the defendant's mental condition, and738

is satisfied that there is a factual basis that the defendant was mentally ill at the time of739

the offense or has intellectual disability to which the plea is entered.740

(2.1)  A plea of not guilty by reason of insanity at the time of the crime shall not be741

accepted and the defendant adjudicated not guilty by reason of insanity by the court742

without a jury until the defendant has undergone examination by a licensed psychologist743

or psychiatrist and the court has examined the psychological or psychiatric reports, has744

held a hearing on the issue of the defendant's mental condition, and the court is satisfied745

that the defendant was insane at the time of the crime according to the criteria of Code746

Section 16-3-2 or 16-3-3.747
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(3)  In all cases in which the defense of insanity, mental illness, or intellectual disability748

is interposed, the trial judge shall charge the jury, in addition to other appropriate charges,749

the following:750

(A)  I charge you that should you find the defendant not guilty by reason of insanity at751

the time of the crime, the defendant will be committed to a state mental health facility752

until such time, if ever, that the court is satisfied that he or she should be released753

pursuant to law.754

(B)  I charge you that should you find the defendant guilty but mentally ill at the time755

of the crime, the defendant will be placed in the custody of the Department of756

Corrections which will have responsibility for the evaluation and treatment of the757

mental health needs of the defendant, which may include, at the discretion of the758

Department of Corrections, referral for temporary hospitalization at a facility operated759

by the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities.760

(C)  I charge you that should you find the defendant guilty but with intellectual761

disability, the defendant will be placed in the custody of the Department of Corrections,762

which will have responsibility for the evaluation and treatment of the mental health763

needs of the defendant, which may include, at the discretion of the Department of764

Corrections, referral for temporary hospitalization at a facility operated by the765

Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities.766

(c)  In all criminal trials in any of the courts of this state wherein an accused shall contend767

that he or she was insane, mentally ill, or intellectually disabled at the time the act or acts768

charged against him or her were committed, the trial judge shall instruct the jury that they769

may consider, in addition to verdicts of 'guilty' and 'not guilty,' the additional verdicts of770

'not guilty by reason of insanity at the time of the crime,' 'guilty but mentally ill at the time771

of the crime,' and 'guilty but with intellectual disability.'772

(1)  The defendant may be found 'not guilty by reason of insanity at the time of the crime'773

if he or she meets the criteria of Code Section 16-3-2 or 16-3-3 at the time of the774

commission of the crime.  If the court or jury should make such finding, it shall so775

specify in its verdict.776

(2)  The defendant may be found 'guilty but mentally ill at the time of the crime' if the777

jury, or court acting as trier of facts, finds beyond a reasonable doubt that the defendant778

is guilty of the crime charged and was mentally ill at the time of the commission of the779

crime.  If the court or jury should make such finding, it shall so specify in its verdict.780

(3)  The defendant may be found 'guilty but with intellectual disability' if the jury, or781

court acting as trier of facts, finds beyond a reasonable doubt that the defendant is guilty782

of the crime charged and is with intellectual disability.  If the court or jury should make783

such finding, it shall so specify in its verdict.784
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(d)  Whenever a defendant is found not guilty by reason of insanity at the time of the crime,785

the court shall retain jurisdiction over the person so acquitted and shall order such person786

to be detained in a state mental health facility, to be selected by the Department of787

Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities, for a period not to exceed 30 days from788

the date of the acquittal order, for evaluation of the defendant's present mental condition.789

Upon completion of the evaluation, the proper officials of the mental health facility shall790

send a report of the defendant's present mental condition to the trial judge, the prosecuting791

attorney, and the defendant's attorney, if any.792

(e)(1)  After the expiration of the 30 days' evaluation period in the state mental health793

facility, if the evaluation report from the Department of Behavioral Health and794

Developmental Disabilities indicates that the defendant does not meet the inpatient795

commitment criteria of Chapter 3 of Title 37 or Chapter 4 of Title 37, the trial judge may796

issue an order discharging the defendant from custody without a hearing.797

(2)  If the defendant is not so discharged, the trial judge shall order a hearing to determine798

if the defendant meets the inpatient commitment criteria of Chapter 3 of Title 37 or799

Chapter 4 of Title 37.  If such criteria are not met, the defendant must be discharged.800

(3)  The defendant shall be detained in custody until completion of the hearing.  The801

hearing shall be conducted at the earliest opportunity after the expiration of the 30 days'802

evaluation period but in any event within 30 days after receipt by the prosecuting attorney803

of the evaluation report from the mental health facility.  The court may take judicial804

notice of evidence introduced during the trial of the defendant and may call for testimony805

from any person with knowledge concerning whether the defendant is currently a806

mentally ill person in need of involuntary treatment, as defined by paragraph (12) of807

Code Section 37-3-1, or a person with a developmental disability, as defined in paragraph808

(8) of Code Section 37-1-1, who presents a substantial risk of imminent harm to himself809

or herself or others.  The prosecuting attorney may cross-examine the witnesses called810

by the court and the defendant's witnesses and present relevant evidence concerning the811

issues presented at the hearing.812

(4)  If the judge determines that the defendant meets the inpatient commitment criteria813

of Chapter 3 of Title 37 or Chapter 4 of Title 37, the judge shall order the defendant to814

be committed to the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities to815

receive involuntary treatment under Chapter 3 of Title 37 or to receive services under816

and shall be notified in writing of these rights at the time of his or her admission for818

evaluation under subsection (d) of this Code section.  Such rights are:819

(A)  A notice that a hearing will be held and the time and place thereof;820
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(B)  A notice that the defendant has the right to counsel and that the defendant or his821

or her representatives may apply immediately to the court to have counsel appointed822

if the defendant cannot afford counsel and that the court will appoint counsel for the823

defendant unless he or she indicates in writing that he or she does not desire to be824

represented by counsel;825

(C)  The right to confront and cross-examine witnesses and to offer evidence;826

(D)  The right to subpoena witnesses and to require testimony before the court in person827

or by deposition from any person upon whose evaluation the decision of the court may828

rest;829

(E)  Notice of the right to have established an individualized service plan specifically830

tailored to the person's treatment needs, as such plans are defined in Chapter 3 of Title831

37 and Chapter 4 of Title 37; and832

(F)  A notice that the defendant has the right to be examined by a physician or a833

licensed clinical psychologist of his or her own choice at his or her own expense and834

to have that physician or psychologist submit a suggested service plan for the patient835

which conforms with the requirements of Chapter 3 of Title 37 or Chapter 4 of Title 37,836

whichever is applicable.837

(5)(A)  If a defendant appears to meet the criteria for outpatient involuntary treatment838

as defined in Part 3 of Article 3 of Chapter 3 of Title 37, which shall be the criteria for839

release on a trial basis in the community in preparation for a full release, the court may840

order a period of conditional release subject to certain conditions set by the court.  The841

court is authorized to appoint an appropriate community service provider to work in842

conjunction with the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities843

to monitor the defendant's compliance with these conditions and to make regular reports844

to the court.845

(B)  If the defendant successfully completes all requirements during this period of846

conditional release, the court shall discharge the individual from commitment at the end847

of that period.  Such individuals may be referred for community mental health,848

developmental disabilities, or substance abuse services as appropriate.  The court may849

require the individual to participate in outpatient treatment or any other services or850

programs authorized by Chapter 3, 4, or 7 of Title 37.851

(C)  If the defendant does not successfully complete any or all requirements of the852

conditional release period, the court may:853

(i)  Revoke the period of conditional release and return the defendant to a state854

hospital for inpatient services; or855

(ii)  Impose additional or revise existing conditions on the defendant as appropriate856

and continue the period of conditional release.857
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(D)  For any decision rendered under subparagraph (C) of this paragraph, the defendant858

may request a review by the court of such decision within 20 days of the order of the859

court.860

(E)  The Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities and any861

community services providers, including the employees and agents of both, providing862

supervision or treatment during a period of conditional release shall not be held863

criminally or civilly liable for any acts committed by a defendant placed by the864

committing court on a period of conditional release.865

(f)  A defendant who has been found not guilty by reason of insanity at the time of the866

crime and is ordered committed to the Department of Behavioral Health and867

Developmental Disabilities under subsection (e) of this Code section may only be868

discharged from that commitment by order of the committing court in accordance with the869

procedures specified in this subsection:870

(1)  Application for the release of a defendant who has been committed to the Department871

of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities under subsection (e) of this Code872

The Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities shall have the884

independent right to request a release hearing once every 12 months.885

Upon902

notification from the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities903

to the Department of Corrections that hospitalization at a Department of Behavioral904

Health and Developmental Disabilities facility is no longer clinically indicated for his or905

her mental illness or intellectual disability, the Department of Corrections shall transfer906

the defendant back to its physical custody and shall place such individual in an907

appropriate penal institution.908

Persons required to receive such services913

may be charged fees by the provider of the services.914

(i)  In any case in which the defense of insanity is interposed or a plea of guilty but915

mentally ill at the time of the felony or a plea of guilty but with intellectual disability is916

made and an examination is made of the defendant pursuant to Code Section 17-7-130.1917

or paragraph (2) of subsection (b) of this Code section, upon the defendant's being found918

guilty or guilty but mentally ill at the time of the crime or guilty but with intellectual919

disability, a copy of any such examination report shall be forwarded to the Department of920

Corrections with the official sentencing document.  The Department of Behavioral Health921

and Developmental Disabilities shall forward, in addition to its examination report, any922

records maintained by such department that it deems appropriate pursuant to an agreement923

with the Department of Corrections, within ten business days of receipt by the Department924

of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities of the official sentencing document925

from the Department of Corrections.926

(j)(1)  In the trial of any case in which the death penalty is sought which commences on927

or after July 1, 1988, should the judge find in accepting a plea of guilty but mentally928

retarded, or the jury or court find in its verdict that the defendant is guilty of the crime929

charged but mentally retarded, the death penalty shall not be imposed and the court shall930

sentence the defendant to imprisonment for life.931
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(2)  In the trial of any case in which the death penalty is sought which commences on or932

after July 1, 2017, should the judge find in accepting a plea of guilty but with intellectual933

disability, or the jury or court find in its verdict that the defendant is guilty of the crime934

charged but with intellectual disability, the death penalty shall not be imposed and the935

court shall sentence the defendant to imprisonment for life."936

Said title is further amended in Code Section 17-7-171, relating to time for demand for938

speedy trial in capital cases, discharge and acquittal where no trial held before end of two939

court terms of demand, and counting of terms in cases in which death penalty is sought, by940

revising subsection (c) as follows:941

"(c)  In cases involving a capital offense for which the death penalty is sought, if a demand942

for speedy trial is entered, the counting of terms under subsection (b) of this Code section943

shall not begin until the convening of the first term following the completion of pretrial944

review proceedings in the Supreme Court under Code Section 17-10-35.1. Reserved."945

SECTION 44.946

Said title is further amended in Code Section 17-8-4, relating to procedure for trial of jointly947

indicted defendants, right of defendants to testify for or against one another, order of separate948

trials, acquittal or conviction where offense requires joint action or concurrence, and number949

of strikes allowed defendants, by revising subsection (a) as follows:950

"(a)  When two or more defendants are jointly indicted for a capital offense, any defendant951

so electing shall be separately tried unless the state shall waive the death penalty.

(c)  The commissioner shall provide additional educational programs in which inmates can1477

voluntarily participate to further their education beyond the fifth-grade level.1478

to more than one person in a public place by means of a weapon or device which would1496

normally be hazardous to the lives of more than one person;1497

(D)  The offender committed the murder for himself, herself, or another, for the purpose1498

of receiving money or any other thing of monetary value;1499

(E)  The murder of a judicial officer, former judicial officer, district attorney or1500

solicitor-general, or former district attorney, solicitor, or solicitor-general was1501

committed during or because of the exercise of his or her official duties;1502

(F)  The offender caused or directed another to commit murder or committed murder1503

as an agent or employee of another person;1504

(G)  The murder was outrageously or wantonly vile, horrible, or inhuman in that it1505

involved torture, depravity of mind, or an aggravated battery to the victim;1506

(H)  The murder was committed against any peace officer, corrections employee, or1507

firefighter while engaged in the performance of his or her official duties;1508

(I)  The murder was committed by a person in, or who has escaped from, the lawful1509

custody of a peace officer or place of lawful confinement; or1510

(J)  The murder was committed for the purpose of avoiding, interfering with, or1511

preventing a lawful arrest or custody in a place of lawful confinement of himself,1512

herself, or another.1513

(2)  'Murder' means a violation of Code Section 16-5-1."1514

SECTION 75.1515

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 42-7-2, relating to definitions1516

regarding treatment of youthful offenders, as follows:1517

"42-7-2.1518

As used in this chapter, the term:1519

(1)  'Board' means the Board of Corrections.1520
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(2)  'Commissioner' means the commissioner of corrections.1521

Said title is further amended in Code Section 42-8-34, relating to hearings and1536

determinations, payment of fees, fines, and costs, post-conviction, continuing jurisdiction,1537

and transferal of probation supervision, by revising subsection (a) as follows:1538

"(a)  Any court of this state which has original jurisdiction of criminal actions, except1539

municipal courts and probate courts, in which the defendant in a criminal case has been1540

found guilty upon verdict or plea or has been sentenced upon a plea of nolo contendere,1541

except for an offense punishable by death or life imprisonment, may, at a time to be1542

Said title is further amended in Code Section 42-9-42, relating to procedure for granting1565

relief from sentence, conditions and prerequisites, public access to information, and violation1566

of parole, by revising subsection (a) as follows:1567

"(a)  No person shall be granted clemency, pardon, parole, or other relief from sentence1568

except by a majority vote of the board.  A majority of the members of the board may1569

commute a death sentence to life imprisonment, as provided in Code Section 42-9-20."1570

SECTION 79.1571

This Act shall become effective upon its approval by the Governor or upon its becoming law1572

without such approval.1573
