WHEREAS, the Yoruba tribe makes a huge impact through community service and8

economic influence in the State of Georgia; and9

WHEREAS, the idea of the Yoruba Day Festival in Georgia was created in January 202010

through the collaborative efforts of the Office of Oriade of Georgia, Oba Shola Akinrimisi,11

Egbe Omo Yoruba Greater Atlanta, JilTech International, and Representative Valencia12
