A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To amend Titles 12, 19, 27, 28, 31, 40, 45, 48, and 49 of the Official Code of Georgia1

Annotated, relating to conservation and natural resources, domestic relations, game and fish,2

General Assembly, health, motor vehicles and traffic, public officers and employees,3

revenue and taxation, and social services, respectively, so as to provide for the establishment4

or revision of the Georgia Outdoor Stewardship Trust Fund, Solid Waste Trust Fund,5

Hazardous Waste Trust Fund, State Children's Trust Fund, Wildlife Endowment Trust Fund,6

Trauma Care Network Trust Fund, Transportation Trust Fund, Georgia Agricultural Trust7

Fund, Fireworks Trust Fund, and Georgia Transit Trust Fund as funds within the state8

treasury; to  dedicate the proceeds of certain fees and taxes to such funds as authorized and9

subject to the conditions imposed by Article III, Section IX, Paragraph VI(r) of the10

Constitution of Georgia; to provide for annual appropriations and reporting; to provide for11

fiscal dedication analyses to be completed for each bill that dedicates funds pursuant to12

certain constitutional authority; to repeal and reserve certain provisions; to provide for13

compliance with constitutional requirements; to provide for related matters; to provide for14

an effective date; to repeal conflicting laws; and for other purposes.15

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:16
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SECTION 1.17

Title 12 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to conservation and natural18

resources, is amended by revising Code Section 12-6A-5, relating to the establishment of the19

Georgia Outdoor Stewardship Trust Fund, as follows:20

"12-6A-5.21

(a)  There is established the Georgia Outdoor Stewardship Trust Fund as a separate fund22

in the state treasury.  Except as provided in subsections (c) and (d) of this Code section, the23

state treasurer shall credit General Assembly shall appropriate to the trust fund 40 percent24

of all moneys received by the state from the sales and use tax collected by establishments25

classified under the 2007 North American Industry Classification Code 451110, sporting26

goods stores, in the immediately preceding most recently completed fiscal year.27

(b)  Such funds shall not lapse to the general fund.  Such funds shall be used to support the28

protection and conservation of land and shall be used to supplement, not supplant,29

department resources.30

(c)(1)  In the event that, in any current fiscal year, the immediately preceding most31

recently completed fiscal year's total moneys received from the levy of a sales and use32

tax fall at least 1 percent below the total moneys received from the levy of the tax in the33

year prior to the immediately preceding most recently completed fiscal year, then the34

amount that the state treasurer shall credit General Assembly shall appropriate to the trust35

fund during the current for the following fiscal year shall be reduced by 20 percent of the36

trust fund credit, which amount shall instead be paid into the state general fund.37

(2)  In the event that, in a fiscal year following the fiscal year of an initial trust fund credit38

appropriation reduction pursuant to paragraph (1) of this subsection, the immediately39

preceding most recently completed fiscal year's total moneys received from the levy of40

a sales and use tax fall at least 1 percent below the total moneys received from the levy41

of the tax in the year prior to the immediately preceding most recently completed fiscal42

year, then the amount that the state treasurer shall credit General Assembly shall43
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appropriate to the trust fund during the current for the following fiscal year shall be44

reduced by 50 percent of the trust fund credit, which amount shall instead be paid into the45

state general fund.46

(d)  In any current fiscal year following a year for which the amount paid appropriated to47

the trust fund is reduced in accordance with subsection (c) of this Code section, the same48

percentage reduction shall continue be paid into the state general fund as in the49

immediately preceding year unless the total moneys received from the levy of the sales and50

use tax in the immediately preceding most recently completed fiscal year equal or exceed51

the total moneys received from the levy of the sales and use tax in the most recent fiscal52

year in which no reduction in the amount paid appropriated to the trust fund occurred53

pursuant to subsection (c) or (d) of this Code section."54

SECTION 2.55

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 12-8-27.1, relating to the solid waste56

trust fund, as follows:57

"12-8-27.1.58

(a)(1)   The state treasurer shall establish a separate trust fund in the state treasury that59

shall be known as the Solid Waste Trust Fund to which all funds within the solid waste60

trust fund previously established by this subsection shall be transferred.  There shall be61

established the solid waste trust fund.  The director shall serve as trustee of the solid62

waste trust fund Solid Waste Trust Fund.  The moneys deposited in such fund pursuant63

to this Code section, Code Section 12-8-30.6, and Code Section 12-8-40.1 may be64

expended by the director, with the approval of the board, for the following purposes:65

(2)  The state treasurer shall invest the money held in the Solid Waste Trust Fund in the66

same manner in which state funds are invested as authorized by the State Depository67

Board pursuant to Article 3 of Chapter 17 of Title 50.  Interest earned by the money held68
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in the trust fund shall be accounted for separately and shall be credited to the trust fund69

to be disbursed as other moneys in the trust fund.70

(b)  Under the authority granted and subject to the conditions imposed by Article III,71

Section IX, Paragraph VI(r) of the Constitution of Georgia, for the period beginning on72

July 1, 2022, and ending on June 30, 2032, all of the money collected pursuant to73

subsection (h) of Code Section 12-8-40.1 shall be annually appropriated to the Solid Waste74

Trust Fund established by subsection (a) of this Code section and such funds shall not lapse75

as otherwise required by Article III, Section IX, Paragraph IV(c) of the Constitution of76

Georgia.  Each annual appropriation shall be made through the General Appropriations Act77

and shall include all of the money collected from such source during the most recently78

completed fiscal year.79

(c)  All of the money appropriated to the Solid Waste Trust Fund pursuant to subsection (b)80

of this Code section shall be dedicated for use only for the following purposes:  81

(1)  To take whatever emergency action is necessary or appropriate to assure that the82

public health or safety is not threatened whenever there is a release or substantial threat83

of a release of contaminants from a disposal facility;84

(2)  To take preventive or corrective actions where the release of contaminants presents85

an actual or potential threat to human health or the environment and where the owner or86

operator has not been identified or is unable or unwilling to perform corrective action,87

including but not limited to closure and postclosure care of a disposal facility and88

provisions for providing alternative water supplies;89

(3)  To take such actions as may be necessary to monitor and provide postclosure care of90

any disposal facility, including preventive and corrective actions, without regard to the91

identity or solvency of the owner thereof, commencing five years after the date of92

completing closure; and93

(4)  To take such actions as may be necessary to implement the provisions of a scrap tire94

management program in this state, particularly as may be related to the cleanup of scrap95
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tire disposal piles and facilities, regulation of tire carriers and other handlers, and96

disbursement of grants and loans to cities, counties, and other persons as may be97

necessary to implement fully the provisions of this part; and98

(5)  To fulfill any purpose provided in subsection (c) of Code Section 12-8-37.1.99

(d)  The director shall prepare an accounting of the funds expended pursuant to this Code100

section during the most recently completed fiscal year to be provided to the Office of101

Planning and Budget, the House Budget and Research Office, and the Senate Budget and102

Evaluation Office by January 1 of each year.103

(b)(e)(1)  If the director determines that a solid waste or special solid waste handling104

facility has been abandoned, that the owner or operator thereof has become insolvent, or105

that for any other reason there is a demonstrated unwillingness or inability of the owner106

or operator to maintain, operate, or close the facility, to carry out postclosure care of the107

facility, or to carry out corrective action required as a condition of a permit to the108

satisfaction of the director, the director may implement the applicable financial109

responsibility mechanisms. The proceeds from any applicable financial responsibility110

mechanisms shall be deposited in the solid waste trust fund into the Solid Waste Trust111

fund.112

(c)(2)  The determination of whether there has been an abandonment, default, or other113

refusal or inability to perform and comply with closure, postclosure, or corrective action114

requirements shall be made by the director.115

(d)  Any interest earned upon the corpus of the solid waste trust fund shall not become a116

part thereof but shall be paid over to the division to be utilized by the division for117

administration of the state solid waste management program.  Any funds not expended for118

this purpose in the fiscal year in which they are generated shall be deposited into the state119

treasury.  Nothing in this Code section shall be construed so as to allow the division to120

retain any funds required by the Constitution of Georgia to be paid into the state treasury.121

The division shall comply with all provisions of Part 1 of Article 4 of Chapter 12 of Title122
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45, known as the 'Budget Act'; provided, however, that the division shall be exempt from123

the provisions of Code Section 45-12-92, which requires payment into the state treasury124

of moneys collected by state agencies."125

SECTION 3.126

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 12-8-37.1, relating to state grants127

relative to solid waste management, as follows:128

"12-8-37.1.129

(a)  The state is authorized to make grants, as funds are available, to any county,130

municipality, or any combination of the same, or to any public authority, agency,131

commission, or institution, to assist such governmental or public body in the construction132

of solid waste handling systems which are consistent with local and regional solid waste133

management plans prepared in accordance with the requirements of this part.134

(b)  The director shall administer all funds granted by the state pursuant to this Code135

section.136

(c)  The corpus of the solid waste trust fund Solid Waste Trust Fund established in Code137

Section 12-8-27.1 may be used to make grants and loans to cities and counties, any138

combination of cities and counties, authorities, state agencies, or the Georgia Recycling139

Market Development Council for the cleanup of solid waste disposal facilities, including140

those used for the disposal of scrap tires; for the development and implementation of solid141

waste enforcement programs for the prevention and abatement of illegal dumping of solid142

waste, including without limitation the prevention and abatement of litter; for the funding143

of grants or loans, in accordance with procedures developed by the division; for the144

implementation of innovative technologies for the recycling and reuse of solid waste,145

including without limitation scrap tires; and for educational and other efforts to promote146

waste reduction, recycling, and recycling market development."147
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SECTION 4.148

Said title is further amended by revising subsections (e), (f), and (g) of Code Section 12-8-39,149

relating to cost reimbursement fees, surcharges, exempt contracts, and reporting, as follows:150

"(e)(1)  Owners or operators of any solid waste disposal facility other than an inert waste151

landfill as defined in regulations promulgated by the board or a private industry solid waste152

disposal facility shall assess and collect on behalf of the division from each disposer of153

waste a surcharge of 75¢ per ton of solid waste disposed.  Two percent of said surcharge154

collected may be retained by the owner or operator of any solid waste disposal facility155

collecting said surcharge to pay for costs associated with collecting said surcharge.156

Surcharges assessed and collected on behalf of the division shall be paid to the division not157

later than the first day of July of each year for the preceding calendar year.  Any facility158

permitted exclusively for the disposal of construction or demolition waste that conducts159

recycling activities for construction or demolition materials shall receive a credit toward160

the surcharge listed above per ton of material recycled at the facility.161

(2)  The surcharge amount provided for in this subsection shall be subject to revision162

pursuant to Code Section 45-12-92.2.163

(f)  All surcharges required by subsection (e) of this Code section shall be paid to the164

division for transfer into the state treasury to the credit of the general fund.  The division165

shall collect such fees until the unencumbered principal balance of the hazardous waste166

trust fund equals or exceeds $25 million, at which time the division shall not collect any167

further such surcharges until the unencumbered balance in such fund equals or is less than168

$12.5 million, at which time the division shall resume collection of such surcharges at the169

beginning of the next calendar year following the year in which such event occurs.  The170

director shall provide written notice to all permitted solid waste disposal facilities at the171

time he receives notice that the unencumbered balance of such trust fund equals or172

exceeds $25 million or equals or is less than $12.5 million. Reserved.173
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(g)  Unless the requirement for the surcharge required by subsection (e) of this Code174

section is reimposed by the General Assembly, no such surcharge shall be collected after175

June 30, 2025 June 30, 2032.  The director shall make an annual report to the House176

Committee on Natural Resources and Environment and the Senate Natural Resources and177

the Environment Committee regarding the status of the activities funded by the hazardous178

waste trust fund Hazardous Waste Trust Fund."179

SECTION 5.180

Said title is further amended in Code Section 12-8-40.1, relating to tire disposal restrictions181

and fees, by revising subsection (h) as follows:182

"(h)(1)  A fee is imposed upon the retail sale of all new replacement tires in this state of183

$1.00 per tire sold.  The fee shall be collected by retail dealers at the time the retail dealer184

sells a new replacement tire to the ultimate consumer; provided, however, that a Georgia185

tire distributor who sells tires to retail dealers must collect such fees from any retail186

dealer who does not have a valid scrap tire generator identification number issued by the187

division.  The fee and any required reports shall be remitted not less than quarterly on188

such forms as may be prescribed by the division.  The division is authorized to contract189

with the Department of Revenue to, and the Department of Revenue is authorized to,190

collect such fees on behalf of the division.  All fees received shall be deposited into the191

state treasury to the account of the general fund in accordance with the provisions of192

Code Section 45-12-92.  All moneys deposited into the solid waste trust fund shall be193

deemed expended and contractually obligated and shall not lapse to the general fund.194

(2)  In collecting, reporting, and paying the fees due under this subsection, each195

distributor or retailer shall be allowed the following deductions, but only if the amount196

due was not delinquent at the time of payment:197

(A)  A deduction of 3 percent of the first $3,000.00 of the total amount of all fees198

reported due on such report; and199
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(B)  A deduction of one-half of 1 percent of that portion exceeding $3,000.00 of the200

total amount of all fees reported due on such report.201

(3)  The tire fees authorized in this subsection shall cease to be collected on June 30, 2025202

June 30, 2032.  The director shall make an annual report to the House Committee on203

Natural Resources and Environment and the Senate Natural Resources and the204

Environment Committee regarding the status of the activities funded by the solid waste205

trust fund Solid Waste Trust Fund.206

(4)  The fee amount provided for in this subsection shall be subject to revision pursuant207

to Code Section 45-12-92.2."208

SECTION 6.209

Said title is further amended by revising subsection (b) of Code Section 12-8-91, relating to210

declaration of policy and legislative intent, as follows:211

"(b)  The General Assembly declares its intent to fund the execution of the public policy212

set forth in subsection (a) of this Code section by and through the division with the fees213

established and collected by the division pursuant to subsection (e) of Code Section 12-2-2,214

subsection (e) of Code Section 12-8-39, subsection (d) of Code Section 12-8-68, and Code215

Section 12-8-95.1.  The General Assembly further declares its intent to ensure that the216

funding provided by fees on hazardous waste management activities and hazardous217

substance reporting and by owners and operators of solid waste disposal facilities pursuant218

to those Code sections and through the collection of civil penalties will not be diverted for219

any purpose other than the administration of this article by the division, including220

reviewing and overseeing investigations, corrective action, and other actions by federal221

agencies required under this article and supporting the reduction of hazardous waste and222

pollution prevention activities by federal agencies; the prevention of pollution, including223

reduction of hazardous wastes generated; and the effectuation of corrective action at sites224

that may threaten human health or the environment where hazardous wastes, hazardous225
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constituents, or hazardous substances have been disposed of or released.  Appropriation of226

funds to the department for inclusion in the hazardous waste trust fund continued in227

existence by subsection (a) of Code Section 12-8-95 shall be deemed consistent with this228

declaration of legislative intent the Hazardous Waste Trust Fund established by Code229

Section 12-8-95."230

SECTION 7.231

Said title is further amended by revising subsections (a) and (b) of Code Section 12-8-95,232

relating to the hazardous waste trust fund, and adding a new subsection to read as follows:233

"(a)(1)  The state treasurer shall establish a separate trust fund in the state treasury that234

shall be known as the Hazardous Waste Trust Fund to which all funds within the235

hazardous waste trust fund previously established by this subsection shall be transferred.236

There shall continue in existence the hazardous waste trust fund.  The hazardous waste237

trust fund shall be funded in accordance with subsection (b) of Code Section 12-8-91.238

All moneys deposited in the fund shall be deemed expended and contractually obligated239

and shall not lapse to the general fund. The director shall serve as trustee of the hazardous240

waste trust fund Hazardous Waste Trust Fund.241

(2)  The state treasurer shall invest the money held in the Hazardous Waste Trust Fund242

in the same manner in which state funds are invested as authorized by the State243

Depository Board pursuant to Article 3 of Chapter 17 of Title 50.  Interest earned by the244

money held in the trust fund shall be accounted for separately and shall be credited to the245

trust fund to be disbursed as other moneys in the trust fund.246

(a.1)  Under the authority granted and subject to the conditions imposed by Article III,247

Section IX, Paragraph VI(r) of the Constitution of Georgia, for the period beginning on248

July 1, 2022, and ending on June 30, 2032, all of the money collected pursuant to249

subsection (e) of Code Section 12-8-39 shall be annually appropriated to the  Hazardous250

Waste Trust Fund established by subsection (a) of this Code section and such funds shall251
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not lapse as otherwise required by Article III, Section IX, Paragraph IV(c) of the252

Constitution of Georgia.  Each annual appropriation shall be made through the General253

Appropriations Act and shall include all of the money collected from such source during254

the most recently completed fiscal year.255

(b)  All of the money appropriated to the Hazardous Waste Trust Fund pursuant to256

subsection (a.1) of this Code section shall be dedicated for use only for the following257

purposes The moneys deposited in the hazardous waste trust fund may be expended by the258

director as follows:259

(1)  For activities associated with the investigation, detoxification, removal, and disposal260

of any hazardous wastes, hazardous constituents, or hazardous substances at sites where261

corrective action is necessary to mitigate a present or future danger to human health or262

the environment;263

(2)  For emergency actions the director considers necessary to protect public health,264

safety, or the environment whenever there is a release of hazardous wastes, hazardous265

constituents, or hazardous substances;266

(3)  For activities of the division associated with the administration of this part, including267

reviewing and overseeing investigations, corrective action, and other actions by federal268

agencies required under this article and supporting the reduction of hazardous waste and269

pollution prevention activities by federal agencies;270

(4)  In accordance with rules promulgated by the board, for financing of the state and271

local share of the costs associated with the investigation, remediation, and postclosure272

care and maintenance of sites placed on the National Priority List pursuant to the federal273

Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980, as274

amended, or sites placed on the hazardous site inventory pursuant to Code Section275

12-8-97; provided, however, that the director shall ensure that beginning July 1, 2003,276

and annually in each following year, an amount equal to at least one-half of the sum of277

annual collections made pursuant to subsection (e) of Code Section 12-8-39 and278
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appropriated to the department in accordance with subsection (b) of Code Section279

12-8-91 shall be available to be used for the purposes of this paragraph; provided, further,280

that if a county or municipal corporation has been or is the owner of or operator of such281

site, not less than $500,000 $500,000.00 of such costs shall be paid from the hazardous282

waste trust fund Hazardous Waste Trust Fund; and283

(5)  For activities administered by the director associated with pollution prevention,284

including reduction of hazardous wastes generated in this state.285

(b.1)  The director shall prepare an accounting of the funds expended pursuant to this Code286

section during the most recently completed fiscal year to be provided to the Office of287

Planning and Budget, the House Budget and Research Office, and the Senate Budget and288

Evaluation Office by January 1 of each year."289

SECTION 8.290

Title 19 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to domestic relations, is291

amended by revising Code Section 19-14-20, relating to the creation of the State Children's292

Trust Fund, as follows:293

"19-14-20.294

(a)(1)  The State Children's Trust Fund is created as a separate fund in the state treasury.295

The fund shall be expended only as provided in this chapter and in Part 1 of Article 6 of296

Chapter 5 of Title 49, and the State Children's Trust Fund shall continue in existence until297

repealed by the legislature.  The director of the Division of Family and Children Services298

of the Department of Human Services shall be the trustee of the fund.299

(2)  The state treasurer shall invest the money held in the State Children's Trust Fund in300

the same manner in which state funds are invested as authorized by the State Depository301

Board pursuant to Article 3 of Chapter 17 of Title 50.  Interest earned by the money held302

in the trust fund shall be accounted for separately and shall be credited to the trust fund303

to be disbursed as other moneys in the trust fund.304

(d)  All of the money appropriated to the State Children's Trust Fund pursuant to321

subsection (b) of this Code section shall be dedicated for use and expended by the director322

of the Division of Family and Children Services of the Department of Human Services323

only for the following purposes:324

(1)  To carry out the prevention and community based service programs as provided for325

in Part 2 of Article 6 of Chapter 5 of Title 49;326

(2)  To carry out the duties relating to mentoring as provided for in Part 3 of Article 6 of327

Chapter 5 of Title 49;328

(3)  To cooperate with and secure cooperation of every department, agency, or329

instrumentality in the state government or its political subdivisions in the furtherance of330

the purposes of this article;331

for children and youth;354

(12)   To review and develop an integrated state plan for services provided to children and355

youth in this state through state programs;356

(13)  To provide technical assistance and consultation to local governments, particularly357

those involved in providing services to children and youth;358
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(14)  To facilitate elimination of unnecessary or duplicative efforts, programs, and359

services; and360

(15)  To do any and all things necessary and proper to enable it to perform wholly and361

adequately its duties and to exercise the authority granted to it.362

(e)  The director of the Division of Family and Children Services of the Department of363

Human Services shall prepare an accounting of the funds expended pursuant to this Code364

section during the most recently completed fiscal year to be provided to the Office of365

Planning and Budget, the House Budget and Research Office, and the Senate Budget and366

Evaluation Office by January 1 of each year."367

SECTION 9.368

Said article is further amended by repealing Code Sections 19-14-21, 19-14-22, and369

19-14-23, relating to source of funds, investments and interest, and issuance of warrants,370

respectively.371

SECTION 10.372

Title  27 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to game and fish, is amended373

by revising Code Section 27-2-30, relating to establishment of the Wildlife Endowment Fund374

and limitations on expenditures from the fund, by revising subsections (b) and (c) and adding375

new subsections to read as follows:376

"(b)(1)  In recognition of its obligations to lifetime sportsman's license purchasers, the377

General Assembly directs the department state treasurer to establish a fund known as the378

Wildlife Endowment Trust Fund as a separate fund in the state treasury and all funds held379

in the Wildlife Endowment Fund previously established by this Code section shall be380

transferred to the Wildlife Endowment Trust Fund for receipt of funds of an amount equal381

to that generated by the sale of lifetime sportsman's licenses listed in subsection (d) of382

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to the Wildlife Endowment Fund each fiscal year an amount equal to that generated by384

the prior year's sales of lifetime licenses.  The fund is also authorized to accept385

contributions from private individuals and entities.  All funds appropriated and those386

contributed to the Wildlife Endowment Fund shall be deemed expended and contractually387

obligated and shall not lapse to the general fund.388

(2)  The state treasurer shall invest the money held in the Wildlife Endowment Trust389

Fund in the same manner in which state funds are invested as authorized by the State390

Depository Board pursuant to Article 3 of Chapter 17 of Title 50.  Interest earned by the391

money held in the trust fund shall be accounted for separately and shall be credited to the392

trust fund to be disbursed as other moneys in the trust fund.  The fund is authorized to393

accept donations from private individuals and entities.394

(c)  Under the authority granted and subject to the conditions imposed by Article III,395

Section IX, Paragraph VI(r) of the Constitution of Georgia, for the period beginning on396

July 1, 2022, and ending on June 30, 2032, all of the money collected pursuant to397

subsection (d) of Code Section 27-2-3.1 shall be annually appropriated to the Wildlife398

Endowment Trust Fund established by subsection (b) of this Code section and such funds399

shall not lapse as otherwise required by Article III, Section IX, Paragraph IV(c) of the400

Constitution of Georgia.  Each annual appropriation shall be made through the General401

Appropriations Act and shall include all of the money collected from such source during402

the most recently completed fiscal year.403

(c.1)  The commissioner of natural resources shall be the trustee of the Wildlife404

Endowment Trust Fund with full authority over the administration of the fund.  The state405

treasurer shall be the custodian of the Wildlife Endowment Fund and shall invest its assets406

in accordance with Georgia laws and shall report to the department the annual income and407

contributions to the fund.  The intent of the General Assembly is that such income from the408

fund be appropriated annually to the department for the purposes stated in subsection (d)409

of this Code section.410
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(c.2)  All of the money appropriated to the Wildlife Endowment Trust Fund pursuant to411

subsection (c) of this Code section shall be dedicated for use and expended by the412

commissioner of natural resources for the purposes provided in subsection (d) of this Code413

section.414

(c.3)  The commissioner of natural resources shall prepare an accounting of the funds415

expended pursuant to this Code section during the most recently completed fiscal year to416

be provided to the Office of Planning and Budget, the House Budget and Research Office,417

and the Senate Budget and Evaluation Office by January 1 of each year."418

SECTION 11.419

Title 28 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to the General Assembly, is420

amended in Article 3 of Chapter 5, relating to fiscal bills generally, by adding a new Code421

section to read as follows:422

"28-5-45.423

(a)  Any bill that provides for the dedication of funds pursuant to Article III, Section IX,424

Paragraph VI(r) of the Constitution of Georgia shall not be considered by the General425

Assembly without a fiscal dedication analysis attached to the bill, and in the case of a426

regular session, such a bill shall be introduced not later than the twentieth day of such427

regular session.  Any such bill shall not carry over from one regular session to the next, but428

must be reintroduced with a new or revised fiscal dedication analysis.429

(b)(1)  A fiscal dedication analysis shall include a reliable estimate in dollars of the430

amount of revenue dedicated pursuant to the provisions of the bill, as well as a statement431

as to the immediate effect and, if determinable or reasonably foreseeable, the long-range432

effect of the measure.  The fiscal dedication analysis shall also contain the total amount433

of funds presently dedicated pursuant to the authority granted by Article III, Section IX,434

Paragraph VI(r) of the Constitution of Georgia, the proportion of the total 1 percent435

imposed by such constitutional provision that the measure at issue would constitute, and436
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the amount and proportion of the tota1 1 percent cap that would remain if the bill437

becomes law.  The fiscal dedication analysis shall also contain a warning regarding any438

probable or immediately foreseeable conditions by which the bill may cause the 1 percent439

cap to be exceeded at any time during the period for which the bill is effective.440

(2)  If, after careful investigation, it is determined that no dollar estimate is possible, the441

fiscal dedication analysis shall contain a statement to that effect, setting forth the reasons442

why no dollar estimate can be given. In this event, the fiscal dedication analysis shall443

contain an example based on a specific situation or reflecting the average group of444

persons possibly affected by the bill so as to provide an indication of the cost of such bill445

to the General Assembly.  Assumptions used to develop these averages shall be noted in446

the fiscal dedication analysis and the criteria included herein shall constitute a fiscal447

dedication analysis.448

(3)  No comment or opinion regarding the merits of the measure for which the statement449

is prepared shall be included in the fiscal dedication analysis; however, technical or450

mechanical defects may be noted.451

(4)  The state auditor and the director of the Office of Planning and Budget shall jointly452

prepare their fiscal dedication analysis; and, if there is a difference of opinion between453

such officials, it shall be noted in the fiscal dedication analysis.454

(c)(1)  A member who intends to introduce a bill that requires a fiscal dedication analysis455

shall request a fiscal dedication analysis from the Office of Planning and Budget and the456

Department of Audits and Accounts by December 1 of the year preceding the annual457

convening of the General Assembly in which the bill is to be introduced, but subsequent458

to the preparation of such bill by the Office of Legislative Counsel.  The director of the459

Office of Planning and Budget and the state auditor shall prepare and submit each such460

timely requested fiscal dedication analysis not later than the day of convening of the461

General Assembly.462
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(2)  During any regular or special session of the General Assembly, only the chairperson463

of a committee to which a particular bill is assigned may request a new or revised fiscal464

dedication analysis for a bill.  In such cases, the director of the Office of Planning and465

Budget and the state auditor shall prepare and submit the fiscal dedication analysis within466

five days after receipt of the request or within ten days if the director of the Office of467

Planning and Budget and the state auditor submit a jointly signed notice of a necessary468

extension of time so informing the requester in writing and shall be allowed to submit469

said analysis not later than ten days after the request for it is made.470

(d)  Each fiscal dedication analysis required by this Code section shall be attached to the471

bill by the chairperson of the committee to which the bill is assigned and shall be read to472

the members of each respective house of the General Assembly at the third reading of the473

bill. In addition, a copy of each fiscal dedication analysis or revision thereto required by474

this Code section shall be distributed to each member of the respective house of the475

General Assembly before which the bill is pending prior to any such bill being voted upon476

by such house of the General Assembly."477

SECTION 12.478

Title 31 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to health, is amended by revising479

House Budget and Research Office, and the Senate Budget and Evaluation Office by510

January 1 of each year.511

(b)(c)  The Georgia Trauma Care Network Commission shall report annually no later than512

October 1 to the Office of Health Strategy and Coordination.  Such report shall provide an513

update on state-wide trauma system development and the impact of fund distribution on514

trauma patient care and outcomes."515

Senate Budget and Evaluation Office by January 1 of each year."548

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SECTION 23.689
