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The Senate Committee on Judiciary offered the following substitute to HB 154:

A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To amend Title 19 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to domestic relations,1

so as to strengthen, clarify, and update provisions relating to the protection of children,2

including foster children and adopted children; to allow for notice by certified mail in certain3

adoption proceedings; to revise a provision relating to the surrender of a mother's parental4

rights; to revise a provision relating to the results of a search of the putative father registry;5

to include certain provisions in adoption petitions; to revise provisions relating to6

appointment of an agent for a petitioner; to revise provisions relating to required criminal7

history records checks of petitioners; to revise provisions relating to petitioners who are8

nonresidents of Georgia; to provide for an additional unlawful inducement with respect to9

adoptions; to provide for restitution; to prohibit certain adoption facilitators; to revise various10

adoption related forms with respect to revocation periods; to amend Code Section 29-4-1011

of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to petition for appointment of guardian12

and requirements for petition, so as to provide for the appointment of a guardian for a minor13

who is in the custody of the Division of Family and Children Services when the minor14

becomes an adult; to provide for related matters; to repeal conflicting laws; and for other15

purposes.16

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:17
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SECTION 1.18

Title 19 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to domestic relations, is19

amended by revising paragraph (3) of subsection (b) of Code Section 19-8-2, relating to20

jurisdiction and venue of adoption proceedings, as follows:21

"(3)  When a child has been placed for adoption with an individual who is a resident of22

another state in compliance with Chapter 4 of Title 39, relating to the Interstate Compact23

on the Placement of Children,; with an individual who is a resident of another state to24

which the Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children does not apply; or with an25

individual who is a resident of another country, such petition shall be filed in:26

(A) The court of the county where the child was born, or resides, or was residing at the27

time of placement;28

(B)  The court of the county in which is located any child-placing agency having legal29

custody of the child; or30

(C)  Superior Court of Fulton County."31

SECTION 2.32

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 19-8-3, relating to who may petition33

to adopt a child, as follows:34

"19-8-3.35

(a)  Any individual may petition to adopt a child if he or she:36

(1)  Is at least 25 21 years of age or is married and living with his or her spouse, or is at37

least 21 years of age and is a relative of the child;38

(2)  Is at least ten years older than the child, except such ten-year requirement shall not39

apply when the petitioner is a stepparent or relative and the petition is filed pursuant to40

Code Section 19-8-6 or 19-8-7;41

(3)(A)  Is a bona fide resident of this state at the filing of the petition for adoption; or42
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(B)  Is is a bona fide resident of the receiving state when the adoptee was either born43

in this state or is a resident of this state at the time of his or her placement for adoption,44

and was placed in compliance with Chapter 4 of Title 39, relating to the Interstate45

Compact on the Placement of Children.  For purposes of this paragraph, a nonresident46

of Georgia is deemed to have complied with the Interstate Compact on the Placement47

of Children if the compact does not apply as defined in Article VIII of the Compact or48

if the individual is a resident of another country; and49

(4)  Is financially, physically, and mentally able to have permanent custody of the child.50

(b)  If an individual seeking to adopt a child is married, the petition for adoption shall be51

filed in the name of both spouses; provided, however, that, when the child is or was the52

stepchild of the party seeking to adopt, such petition shall be filed by the stepparent alone."53

SECTION 3.54

Said title is further amended by revising subsection (j) of Code Section 19-8-5, relating to55

third party adoption by party who is not stepparent or relative of child, as follows:56

"(j)  A petition for adoption pursuant to subsection (a) of this Code section shall be filed57

within 60 days from the date the surrender of rights is executed; provided, however, that58

for good cause shown the court may waive the 60 day requirement.  If the petition for59

adoption is not filed within the time period specified by this subsection and the court does60

not waive the 60 day requirement or if the proceedings resulting from such petition are not61

concluded with an order granting such petition, then the surrender of rights shall operate62

as follows according to the election made in such surrender by the parent or guardian of the63

child:64

(1)  In favor of such parent or guardian, with the express stipulation that neither this nor65

any other provision of the surrender of rights shall be deemed to impair the validity,66

absolute finality, or totality of such surrender under any other circumstance, once the67

revocation period has elapsed;68
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(2)  In favor of the child-placing agency or out-of-state licensed agency designated in the69

surrender of rights, if any; or70

(3)  If the parent or guardian is not designated and no child-placing agency or out-of-state71

licensed agency is designated in the surrender of rights, or if the designated child-placing72

agency or out-of-state licensed agency declines to accept the child for placement for73

adoption, in favor of the department for placement for adoption pursuant to subsection74

(a) of Code Section 19-8-4."75

SECTION 4.76

Said title is further amended by revising Code Section 19-8-9, relating to revocation of77

surrender of rights, time limit, and effect of voluntary surrender of rights by legal mother, as78

follows:79

"19-8-9.80

(a)  Notwithstanding subsection (a) of Code Section 9-10-12 which authorizes the use of81

certified mail, an individual signing a surrender of rights pursuant to Code Section 19-8-4,82

19-8-5, 19-8-6, or 19-8-7 shall have the right to revoke such surrender by written notice83

delivered in person or mailed by registered mail or statutory overnight delivery within four84

days after signing such surrender; and such surrender document shall not be valid unless85

it so states.  The four-day revocation period shall be counted consecutively beginning with86

the day immediately following the date the surrender of rights is executed; provided,87

however, that, if the fourth day falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, then the last88

day on which such surrender may be revoked shall be the next day that is not a Saturday,89

Sunday, or legal holiday.  After the four-day period, a surrender of rights cannot be90

revoked.  Notwithstanding subsection (a) of Code Section 9-10-12 which authorizes the use91

of certified mail, the notice of revocation of a surrender of rights shall be delivered in92

person or mailed by registered mail or statutory overnight delivery to the address93

designated in the surrender document.  If delivered in person, it shall be delivered to the94
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address shown in the surrender document not later than 5:00 P.M. eastern standard time or95

eastern daylight time, whichever is applicable, on the fourth day.  If mailed by registered96

mail or delivered by statutory overnight delivery, it shall be addressed to the address shown97

in the surrender document and submitted to the United States Postal Service or to the98

statutory overnight delivery carrier not later than 12:00 Midnight eastern standard time or99

eastern daylight time, whichever is applicable, on the fourth day.100

(b)  If a legal mother has either voluntarily and in writing surrendered all of her parental101

rights pursuant to Code Section 19-8-4, 19-8-5, 19-8-6, or 19-8-7 or pursuant to the102

corresponding provisions of the laws of another state, and has not revoked her surrender103

within the four-day period after signing as permitted by subsection (a) of this Code section104

as allowed by applicable law, or has had her parental rights involuntarily terminated by a105

court of competent jurisdiction, she shall have no right or authority to sign a voluntary106

acknowledgment of paternity pursuant to Code Section 19-7-46.1 or consent to the granting107

of a petition for legitimation filed pursuant to Code Section 19-7-22 regarding the same108

child."109

SECTION 5.110

Said title is further amended by revising subsection (c) of Code Section 19-8-10, relating to111

when surrender or termination of parental rights of living parent not required, service on112

parents in such cases, and involuntary termination of rights, as follows:113

"(c)(1)  Whenever it is alleged by any petitioner that surrender or termination of rights of114

a living parent is not a prerequisite to the granting of a petition for adoption of a child of115

such parent in accordance with subsection (a) or (b) of this Code section, such parent116

shall be personally served with a conformed copy of the adoption petition, together with117

a copy of the court's order thereon specified in Code Section 19-8-14, or, if personal118

service cannot be perfected, notwithstanding subsection (a) of Code Section 9-10-12119

which authorizes the use of certified mail, by certified mail or registered mail, return120
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receipt requested, or statutory overnight delivery, one-day service not required, at his or121

her last known address.  If service cannot be made by these methods, such parent shall122

be given notice by publication once a week for three weeks in the official organ of the123

county where such petition has been filed and of the county of his or her last known124

address.  In the interest of time, publication may be initiated simultaneously with efforts125

to perfect service personally, by certified mail or registered mail, or by statutory126

overnight delivery.  The court shall continue to have the inherent authority to determine127

the sufficiency of service.  A parent who receives notification pursuant to this paragraph128

shall not be a party to the adoption and shall have no obligation to file an answer, but129

shall have the right to appear in the pending adoption proceeding and show cause why130

such parent's rights to the child who is the subject of the proceeding should not be131

terminated by that adoption.  Notice shall be deemed to have been received on the earliest132

date:133

(A)  Personal service is perfected;134

(B)  Of delivery shown on the return receipt of certified mail or registered mail or proof135

of delivery by statutory overnight delivery; or136

(C)  Of the last publication.137

(2)  No prior order of court shall be required to publish notice pursuant to this Code138

section; provided, however, that before publication may be relied upon as a means of139

service, it shall be averred that, after diligent efforts, service could not be perfected140

personally, by certified mail, by registered mail, or by statutory overnight delivery."141

SECTION 6.142

Said title is further amended by revising subsection (b) of Code Section 19-8-11, relating to143

petitioning superior court to terminate rights of one parent or guardian of child and service144

of process, as follows:145
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"(b)(1)  Whenever a petition to terminate parental rights is filed pursuant to subsection146

(a) of this Code section, the parent whose rights the petitioner is seeking to terminate147

shall be personally served with a conformed copy of the petition to terminate parental148

rights and a copy of the court's order setting forth the date upon which such petition shall149

be considered or, if personal service cannot be perfected, notwithstanding subsection (a)150

of Code Section 9-10-12 which authorizes the use of certified mail, by certified mail or151

registered mail, return receipt requested, or statutory overnight delivery, one-day service152

not required, at his or her last known address.  If service cannot be made by these153

methods, such parent shall be given notice by publication once a week for three weeks154

in the official organ of the county where such petition has been filed and of the county155

of his or her last known address.  In the interest of time, publication may be initiated156

simultaneously with efforts to perfect service personally, by certified mail or registered157

mail, or by statutory overnight delivery.  The court shall continue to have the inherent158

authority to determine the sufficiency of service.  A parent who receives notification159

pursuant to this paragraph shall not be a party to the adoption and shall have no obligation160

to file an answer, but shall have the right to appear in the pending termination of parental161

rights proceeding and show cause why such parent's rights to the child who is the subject162

of the proceeding should not be terminated.  Notice shall be deemed to have been163

received on the earliest date:164

(A)  Personal service is perfected;165

(B)  Of delivery shown on the return receipt of certified mail or registered mail or proof166

of delivery by statutory overnight delivery; or167

(C)  Of the last publication.168

(2)  No prior order of court shall be required to publish notice pursuant to this Code169

section; provided, however, that before publication may be relied upon as a means of170

service, it shall be averred that, after diligent efforts, service could not be perfected171

personally, by certified mail, by registered mail, or by statutory overnight delivery."172
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SECTION 7.173

Said title is further amended by revising subsections (c), (d), and (i) of Code Section 19-8-12,174

relating to notice to biological father, procedure when identity or location of father not175

known, effect of order terminating biological father's rights, legitimation of child by father,176

and rights of mother, as follows:177

"(c)(1)  Notification provided for in subsection (b) of this Code section shall be given to178

a biological father who is not a legal father by the following methods:179

(A)  Notwithstanding subsection (a) of Code Section 9-10-12 which authorizes the use180

of certified mail, Certified mail or registered mail, return receipt requested, or statutory181

overnight delivery, one-day service not required, at his last known address, which182

notice shall be deemed received upon the date of delivery shown on the return or183

delivery receipt;184

(B)  Personal service, which notice shall be deemed received when personal service is185

perfected; or186

(C)  Publication once a week for three weeks in the official organ of the county where187

the adoption petition has been filed and of the county of his last known address, which188

notice shall be deemed received upon the date of the last publication.189

(2)  If feasible, the methods specified in subparagraph (A) or (B) of paragraph (1) of this190

subsection shall be used before publication; provided, however, that in the interest of191

time, publication may be initiated simultaneously with efforts to perfect service192

personally, by certified mail or registered mail, or by statutory overnight delivery.193

(3)  No prior order of court shall be required to publish notice pursuant to this Code194

section; provided, however, that before publication may be relied upon as a means of195

service, it shall be averred that, after diligent efforts, service could not be perfected196

personally, by certified mail or registered mail, or by statutory overnight delivery.197

(d)(1)  When the rights of a parent or guardian of a child have been surrendered or198

terminated in accordance with subsection (a) of Code Section 19-8-4 or the child does not199
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have a living parent or guardian, the department, child-placing agency, or out-of-state200

licensed agency may file, under the authority of this paragraph, a petition to terminate a201

biological father's rights to the child with the superior court of the county of the child's202

domicile, of the county where the child was born, of the county in which is located the203

principal office of the child-placing agency having legal custody of the child, or of the204

county in which is located the office of the department having legal custody of the child.205

(2)  When the rights of a parent or guardian of a child have been surrendered in206

accordance with subsection (a) of Code Section 19-8-5, 19-8-6, or 19-8-7, the child does207

not have a living parent or guardian, a consent to adopt has been executed pursuant to208

paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Code Section 19-8-6, or the petitioner is seeking to209

involuntarily terminate parental rights pursuant to Code Section 19-8-10, the petitioner210

shall file, under the authority of this paragraph, with the superior court of the county of211

the child's domicile or of the county where the child was born a motion, if a petition for212

adoption of the child has previously been filed with the court, or a petition to terminate213

a biological father's rights to the child.214

(3)  When a petition or motion is filed pursuant to paragraph (1) or (2) of this subsection,215

the court shall, within 30 days from the date of receipt of the notice required by216

subsection (b) of this Code section or, when no notice is required to be given, from the217

date of such filing, conduct a hearing in chambers to determine the facts in the matter.218

(4)  Unless the identity of a biological father is known to the petitioner, department,219

child-placing agency, or out-of-state licensed agency or to the attorney for such220

individual or entity such that he is entitled to notice of the proceedings as provided in this221

Code section, when the petitioner provides a certificate from the putative father registry222

stating that there is no registrant identified on the putative father registry acknowledging223

paternity of the child or indicating possible paternity of the child for a period beginning224

no later than two years immediately prior to the child's date of birth, then it shall be225

rebuttably presumed that an unnamed biological father who is not a legal father is not226
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entitled to notice of the proceedings.  Absent evidence rebutting the presumption, then227

no further inquiry or notice shall be required by the court and the court shall enter an228

order terminating the rights of such unnamed biological father to the child."229

"(i)  If the child is legitimated by his or her biological father and in the adoption proceeding230

the petition for adoption is revoked with prejudice or denied by the court, then a231

SURRENDER OF RIGHTS/FINAL RELEASE FOR ADOPTION executed by a legal232

mother pursuant to subsection (a) of Code Section 19-8-4, 19-8-5, or 19-8-7 shall be233

dissolved by operation of law and her parental rights shall be restored to her.  The fact that234

a legal mother executed a SURRENDER OF RIGHTS/FINAL RELEASE FOR235

ADOPTION, now dissolved, shall not be admissible as evidence against a legal mother in236

any proceeding against her."237

SECTION 8.238

Said title is further amended by revising subsections (a), (g), and (h) of Code Section239

19-8-13, relating to petition, filing and contents, financial disclosures, attorney's affidavit,240

and redaction of certain information unnecessary, and by adding a new subsection to read as241

follows:242

"(a)  The petition for adoption, duly verified, together with one conformed copy thereof,243

shall be filed with the clerk of the superior court having jurisdiction and shall conform to244

the following guidelines:245

(1)  The petition for adoption shall set forth:246

(A)  The name, age, date and place of birth, marital status, and place of residence of247

(B)  The name by which the child is to be known should the adoption ultimately be249

(D)  The date and circumstances of the placement of the child with each petitioner;255

(E)  Whether the child is possessed of any property and, if so, a full and complete256

description thereof;257

(F)  Whether the child has one or both parents or his or her biological father who is not258

a legal father living;259

(G)  Whether the child has a guardian and, if so, the name of the guardian and the name260

of the court that appointed such guardian;261

(H)  Whether the child has a legal custodian and, if so, the name of the legal custodian262

and the name of the court that appointed such custodian; and263

(I)  Whether each petitioner or his or her attorney is aware of any other adoption264

proceeding pending to date, in this or any other state or country, regarding the child265

who is the subject of the proceeding that is not fully disclosed in such petition and266

whether each petitioner or his or her attorney is aware of any individual who has or267

claims to have physical custody of or visitation rights with the child who is the subject268

of the proceeding whose name and address and whose custody or visitation rights are269

not fully disclosed in such petition.  Each petitioner and his or her attorney shall have270

a continuing duty to inform the court of any proceeding in this or any other state or271

country that could affect the adoption proceeding or the legal custody of or visitation272

with the child who is the subject of the proceeding;273

(2)  When the adoption is pursuant to subsection (a) of Code Section 19-8-4, the274

following shall be provided or attached to the petition for adoption or its absence275

explained when the petition for adoption is filed:276

(A)  If the adoption is pursuant to:277

(i)  Paragraph (1) of such Code section subsection, a copy of the written voluntary278

surrender of rights of each parent or guardian specified in subsection (e) of Code279
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Section 19-8-4 and a copy of the written acknowledgment of surrender of rights280

specified in subsection (f) of Code Section 19-8-4; or281

(ii)  Paragraph (2) of such Code section subsection, a certified copy of the order282

entered by a court of competent jurisdiction terminating parental rights of the parent283

and committing the child to the department, child-placing agency, or out-of-state284

licensed agency;285

(B)  A copy of the affidavits specified in subsections (g) and (h) of Code Section286

19-8-4;287

(C)  An original affidavit from the department or a child-placing agency stating that all288

of the requirements of Code Sections 19-8-4 and 19-8-12 have been complied with and289

that the child is legally available for adoption or, in the case of a placement by an290

out-of-state licensed agency, that the comparable provisions dealing with the291

termination of parental rights of the parents and of a biological father who is not a legal292

father of the child have been complied with under the laws of the state or country in293

which the out-of-state licensed agency is licensed and that the child is legally available294

for adoption thereunder;295

(H)  A copy of the home study report;327

(C)  The original affidavits specified in subsections (g) and (h) of Code Section 19-8-6;336

(D)  The original consent specified in subsection (j) of Code Section 19-8-6;337

(E)  A copy of the appropriate form verifying the allegation of compliance with Code338

Section 19-8-12 and the original certification evidencing the search of the putative339

father registry;340

(F)  Uncertified copies of appropriate certificates or forms verifying the allegations341

contained in such petition as to guardianship of the child, including, but not limited to,342

the birth of the child, the marriage of each petitioner, and the death of each parent in343

lieu of a surrender of his or her parental rights; and344

(G)  A completed form containing background information regarding the child, as345

required by the adoption unit of the department, or an equivalent medical and social346

history background form;347

(5)  When the adoption is pursuant to subsection (a) of Code Section 19-8-7, the348

following shall be provided or attached to the petition for adoption or its absence349

explained when the petition for adoption is filed:350

(A)  The original written voluntary surrender of rights of each parent or biological351

father who is not a legal father specified in subsection (e) of Code Section 19-8-7;352

(B)  The original written acknowledgment of surrender of rights specified in subsection353

(f) of Code Section 19-8-7;354

(C)  The original affidavits specified in subsections (g) and (h) of Code Section 19-8-7;355
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(D)  A copy of the appropriate form verifying the allegation of compliance with Code356

Section 19-8-12 and the original certification evidencing the search of the putative357

father registry;358

(E)  Uncertified copies of appropriate certificates or forms verifying allegations359

contained in the petition as to guardianship or custody of the child and the birth of the360

child, including, but not limited to, the marriage of each petitioner, the death of each361

parent in lieu of a surrender of his or her parental rights, and compliance with Chapter362

4 of Title 39, relating to the Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children; and363

(F)  A completed form containing background information regarding the child, as364

required by the adoption unit of the department, or an equivalent medical and social365

history background form;366

(6)(A)  When the adoption is pursuant to subsection (a) of Code Section 19-8-8, the367

following shall be provided or attached to the petition for adoption when the petition368

for adoption is filed:369

(i)  A copy of the child's passport page showing an immediate relative immigrant visa370

or Hague Convention immigrant visa obtained to grant the child entry into the United371

States as a result of a full and final adoption in the foreign country; and372

(ii)  A copy along with an English translation of the child's birth certificate or373

registration.374

(B)  Because the issuance of an immediate relative immigrant visa or Hague375

Convention immigrant visa by the United States Department of State in the child's376

passport is prima-facie evidence that all parental rights have been terminated and that377

the child is legally available for adoption, it shall not be necessary to file any378

documents related to the surrender or termination of the parental rights of the child's379

parents or comply with Code Section 19-8-12 regarding the rights of a biological father380

who is not a legal father when the petition for adoption is filed pursuant to subsection381

(a) of Code Section 19-8-8.382
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(C)  When the adoption is pursuant to subsection (b) of Code Section 19-8-8, the383

following shall be provided or attached to the petition for adoption when the petition384

for adoption is filed:385

(i)  A copy along with an English translation of the final decree or order of386

guardianship from the foreign country;387

(ii)  Copies of all postplacement reports, if required by the foreign country that388

entered the guardianship decree or order;389

(iii)  Authorization to proceed with adoption if specifically required by the decree or390

order entered by the court or administrative agency in the foreign country;391

(iv)  A copy of the child's passport page showing an immediate relative immigrant392

visa or Hague Convention immigrant visa obtained to grant the child entry into the393

United States in order to finalize his or her adoption; and394

(v)  A copy along with an English translation of the child's birth certificate or395

registration;396

(7)  When Code Section 19-8-10 is applicable, parental rights need not be surrendered or397

terminated prior to the filing of the petition for adoption; but the petitioner shall, in lieu398

of obtaining and attaching those otherwise required surrenders of rights,399

acknowledgments, and affidavits, allege facts in the petition for adoption demonstrating400

the applicability of subsection (a) or (b), or both, of Code Section 19-8-10 and shall also401

allege compliance with subsection (c) of Code Section 19-8-10; and402

(8)  When Code Section 19-8-11 is applicable, the petitioner shall allege facts in the403

petition demonstrating the applicability of paragraph (3) of subsection (a) of Code404

Section 19-8-11 and shall also allege compliance with subsection (b) of Code Section405

19-8-11; and406

(8)(9)  If the petition for adoption is filed in a county other than that of the petitioner's407

residence, the reason therefor shall be set forth in such petition."408
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"(g)  Notwithstanding Code Sections 19-8-5 and 19-8-7 and this Code section which409

require obtaining and attaching a written voluntary surrender of rights and acknowledgment410

thereof and affidavits of a legal mother and a representative of the petitioner or of the411

individual signing such surrender, when the adoption is sought under subsection (a) of412

Code Section 19-8-5 or 19-8-7 following the termination of parental rights and the413

placement of the child by the juvenile court pursuant to Code Section 15-11-321 or414

pursuant to the corresponding provisions of the laws of another state, obtaining and415

attaching to the petition for adoption a certified copy of the order terminating parental416

rights of the parent shall take the place of obtaining and attaching those otherwise required417

surrenders of rights, acknowledgments, and affidavits.418
