This chapter shall be construed liberally to promote consumer protection.15

33-46-2.16

(a)  This chapter applies to:17

(1)  Private review agents;18

(2)  Utilization review entities;19

(3)  All health insurers and stand-alone dental plans that provide accident and sickness20

insurance products whether on an individual, group, or blanket basis as provided in this21

title;22

(4)  All administrators of such products licensed in accordance with Article 2 of23

Chapter 23 of this title;24

(5)  All pharmacy benefits managers;25

(6)  All contracts entered into or renewed by the Department of Community Health with26

a contracted entity to provide healthcare coverage or services pursuant to the state health27

benefit plan; and28

(7)  All contracts entered into or renewed by the Department of Community Health and29

care management organizations to provide or arrange for healthcare coverage or services30

on a prepaid, capitated basis to members.31

(a)  The purpose of this chapter is to promote the delivery of quality health care healthcare33

in Georgia.  Furthermore, it is to foster the delivery of such care in a cost-effective manner34

through greater coordination between health care healthcare providers, claims35

administrators, payors, claim administrators, insurers, employers, patients, and private36
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review agents, and utilization review entities; to improve communication and knowledge37

of health care healthcare benefits among all parties; to protect patients, claims claim38

administrators, payors, insurers, private review agents, employers, and health care39

healthcare providers by ensuring that utilization review activities are based upon accepted40

standards of treatment and patient care; to ensure that such treatment is accessible and done41

in a timely and effective manner; and to ensure that private review agents and utilization42

review entities maintain confidentiality of information obtained in the course of utilization43

review.44

As used in this chapter, the term:60

(1)  'Adverse determination' means a determination based on medical necessity made by61

a private review agent or utilization review entity not to grant authorization to a hospital,62
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surgical, or other facility or to a healthcare provider's office for admission, extension of63

an inpatient stay, or a healthcare service or procedure.64

(2)  'Authorization' means a determination by a private review agent or utilization review65

entity that a healthcare service has been reviewed and, based on the information provided,66

satisfies the utilization review entity's requirements for medical necessity.67

(3)  'Care management organization' means an entity that is organized for the purpose of68

providing or arranging healthcare, which has been granted a certificate of authority by the69

Commissioner of Insurance as a health maintenance organization pursuant to Chapter 2170

of this title and which has entered into a contract with the Department of Community71

Health to provide or arrange for healthcare services on a prepaid, capitated basis to72

members.73

(1)(4)  'Certificate' means a certificate of registration granted by the Commissioner to a74

private review agent. 75

(2)(5)  'Claim administrator' means any entity that reviews and determines whether to pay76

claims to enrollees of health care providers covered persons on behalf of the health77

benefit healthcare plan.  Such payment determinations are made on the basis of contract78

provisions including medical necessity and other factors.  Claim administrators may be79

payors insurers or their designated review organization, self-insured employers,80

management firms, third-party administrators, or other private contractors.81

(6)  'Clinical criteria' means the written policies, decisions, rules, medical protocols, or82

guidelines used by a private review agent or utilization review entity to determine83

medical necessity.84

(3) 'Commissioner' means the Commissioner of Insurance.85

(7)  'Clinical peer' means a healthcare provider who is licensed without restriction or86

otherwise legally authorized and currently in active practice in the same or similar87

specialty as that of the treating provider, and who typically manages the medical88
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condition or disease at issue and has knowledge of and experience providing the89

healthcare service or treatment under review.90

(8)  'Covered person' means an individual, including, but not limited to, any subscriber,91

enrollee, member, beneficiary, participant, or his or her dependent, eligible to receive92

healthcare benefits by a health insurer pursuant to a healthcare plan or other health93

insurance coverage.94

(9)  'Emergency healthcare services' means healthcare services rendered after the recent95

onset of a medical or traumatic condition, sickness, or injury exhibiting acute symptoms96

of sufficient severity, including, but not limited to, severe pain, that would lead a prudent97

layperson possessing an average knowledge of medicine and health to believe that his or98

her condition, sickness, or injury is of such a nature that failure to obtain immediate99

(B)  Serious impairment to bodily functions; or102

(4)  'Enrollee' means the individual who has elected to contract for or participate in a104

health benefit plan for himself or himself and his eligible dependents.

(10)  'Facility' means a hospital, ambulatory surgical center, birthing center, diagnostic106

and treatment center, hospice, or similar institution.  Such term shall not mean a107

healthcare provider's office.108

(5)  'Health benefit plan' means a plan of benefits that defines the coverage provisions for109

health care for enrollees offered or provided by any organization, public or private.110

(6)  'Health care advisor' means a health care provider licensed in a state representing the111

claim administrator or private review agent who provides advice on issues of medical112

necessity or other patient care issues.113

(11)  'Health insurer' or 'insurer' means an accident and sickness insurer, care114

management organization, healthcare corporation, health maintenance organization,115
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provider sponsored healthcare corporation, or any similar entity regulated by the116

practice;140

(B)  Clinically appropriate in terms of type, frequency, extent, site, and duration;141
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(C)  Not primarily for the economic benefit of the health insurer or for the convenience142

of the patient, treating physician, or other healthcare provider; and143

(D)  Not primarily custodial care, unless custodial care is a covered service or benefit144

under the covered person's healthcare plan.145

(16)  'Member' means a Medicaid or PeachCare for Kids recipient who is currently146

enrolled in a care management organization plan.147

(8)  'Payor' means any insurer, as defined in this title, or any preferred provider148

organization, health maintenance organization, self-insurance plan, or other person or149

entity which provides, offers to provide, or administers hospital, outpatient, medical, or150

other health care benefits to persons treated by a health care provider in this state151

pursuant to any policy, plan, or contract of accident and sickness insurance as defined in152

Code Section 33-7-2.153

(17)  'Pharmacy benefits manager' means a person, business entity, or other entity that154

performs pharmacy benefits management.  Such term includes a person or entity acting155

for a pharmacy benefits manager in a contractual or employment relationship in the156

performance of pharmacy benefits management for a healthcare plan.  Such term shall157

not include services provided by pharmacies operating under a hospital pharmacy license.158

Such term shall not include health systems while providing pharmacy services for their159

patients, employees, or beneficiaries, for indigent care, or for the provision of drugs for160

outpatient procedures.  Such term shall not include services provided by pharmacies161

affiliated with a facility licensed under Code Section 31-44-4 or a licensed group model162

health maintenance organization with an exclusive medical group contract and which163

operates its own pharmacies which are licensed under Code Section 26-4-110.164

(18)  'Prior authorization' means any written or oral determination made at any time by165

a claim administrator or an insurer, or any agent thereof, that a covered person's receipt166

of healthcare services is a covered benefit under the applicable plan and that any167

requirement of medical necessity or other requirements imposed by such plan as168
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prerequisites for payment for such services have been satisfied.  The term 'agent' as used169

in this paragraph shall not include an agent or agency as defined in Code Section 33-23-1.170

(9)(19)  'Private review agent' means any person or entity which performs utilization171

review for:172

(A)  An employer with employees who are treated by a health care healthcare provider173

in this state;174

(B)  A payor An insurer; or175

(C)  A claim administrator.176

(10)  'Reasonable target review period' means the assignment of a proposed number of177

days for review for the proposed health care services based upon reasonable length of178

stay standards such as the Professional Activities Study of the Commission on the179

Professional and Hospital Activities or other Georgia state-specific length of stay data.180

(20)  'State health benefit plan' means the health insurance plan or plans established181

pursuant  to Part 6 of Article 17 of Chapter 2 of Title 20 and Article 1 of Chapter 18 of182

Title 45 for state and public employees, dependents, and retirees.183

(21)  'Urgent healthcare service' means a healthcare service with respect to which the184

application of the time periods for making a nonexpedited prior authorization, which, in185

the opinion of a physician or other healthcare provider with knowledge of the covered186

person's medical condition:187

(A)  Could seriously jeopardize the life or health of the covered person or the ability of188

such person to regain maximum function; or189

(B)  Could subject the covered person to severe pain that cannot be adequately managed190

without the care or treatment that is the subject of the utilization review.191

Such term shall include services provided for the treatment of substance use disorders192

which otherwise qualify as an urgent healthcare service.193

(11)(22)  'Utilization review' means a system for reviewing the appropriate and efficient194

allocation or charges of hospital, outpatient, medical, or other health care healthcare195

(a)  A private review agent or utilization review entity may not conduct utilization review216

of health care healthcare provided in this state unless the Commissioner has granted the217

private review agent or utilization review entity a certificate pursuant to this chapter.

A private review agent or utilization review entity shall ensure that all appeals are reviewed430

by an appropriate healthcare provider who shall:431

(1)  Possess a current and valid nonrestricted license or maintain other appropriate legal432

authorization;433

(2)  Be currently in active practice in the same or similar specialty and who434

typically manages the medical condition or disease;435

(3)  Be knowledgeable of, and have experience providing, the healthcare service under436

appeal;437

(4)  Not have been directly involved in making the adverse determination; and438

(5)  Consider all known clinical aspects of the healthcare service under review, including,439

but not limited to, a review of all pertinent medical or other records provided to the440

private review agent or utilization review entity by the covered person's healthcare441

provider, any relevant records provided to such agent or entity by a facility, and any442

medical or other literature provided to such agent or entity by the healthcare provider.443

33-46-23.444

If initial healthcare services are performed within 45 business days of approval of prior445

authorization, the insurer shall not revoke, limit, condition, or restrict such authorization,446
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unless such prior authorization is for a Schedule II controlled substance or there is a billing447

error, fraud, material misrepresentation, or loss of coverage.448

33-46-24.449

Prior authorization shall not be required for unanticipated emergency healthcare services,450

urgent healthcare services, or covered healthcare services which are incidental to the451

primary covered healthcare service and determined by the covered person's physician or452

dentist to be medically necessary.453

33-46-25.454

An insurer cannot require prior authorization for emergency prehospital ambulance455

transportation or for the provision of emergency healthcare services.456

33-46-26.457

Effective January 1, 2022, until December 31, 2022, if an insurer requires prior458

authorization of a healthcare service, a private review agent or utilization review entity459

shall notify the covered person's healthcare provider, or such provider's appropriately460

qualified designee, of any prior authorization or adverse determination within 15 calendar461

days of obtaining all necessary information to make such authorization or adverse462

determination.  Effective January 1, 2023, if an insurer requires prior authorization of a463

healthcare service, a private review agent or utilization review entity shall notify the464

covered person's healthcare provider, or such provider's appropriately qualified designee,465

of any prior authorization or adverse determination within 7 calendar days of obtaining all466

necessary information to make such authorization or adverse determination.  467
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33-46-27.468

A private review agent or utilization review entity shall render a prior authorization or469

adverse determination concerning urgent healthcare services and notify such person's470

healthcare provider, or such provider's appropriately qualified designee, of that prior471

authorization or adverse determination no later than 72 hours after receiving all information472

needed to complete the review of the requested healthcare services.473

33-46-28. 474

(a)  Upon receipt of information documenting a prior authorization from a covered person475

or from a covered person's healthcare provider, a private review agent or utilization review476

entity, for at least the initial 30 days of such person's new coverage, shall honor a prior477

authorization for a covered healthcare service granted to him or her from a previous private478

review agent or utilization review entity even if approval criteria or products of a479

healthcare plan have changed or such person is covered under a new healthcare plan, so480

long as the former criteria, products, or plans are not binding upon a new insurer.481

Each violation by a private review agent or utilization review entity of deadline or other493

requirements specified in this chapter shall result in the automatic authorization of494

healthcare services under review by such private review agent or utilization review entity495

if such noncompliance is related to such services.  Notwithstanding the foregoing,496

noncompliance based on a de minimis violation that does not cause, or is not likely to497

cause, prejudice or harm to the covered person shall not result in the automatic498

authorization of such healthcare services, so long as the insurer demonstrates that the499

violation occurred due to good cause or due to matters beyond the control of the insurer500

and that such violation occurred in the context of an ongoing good faith exchange of501

information between the insurer and the covered person, or, if applicable, the covered502

person's healthcare provider or authorized representative.503

With regard to the provision of healthcare services, each contract entered into or renewed506

by a managed care organization, each contract entered into or renewed by the Department507

of Community Health with a care management organization, and each contract entered into508

by the board of such organization with a contracted entity pursuant to the state health509

benefit plan shall comply with this chapter.510

33-46-31.511

The Commissioner shall not have the authority to approve, disapprove, or modify any plan512

offered by a care management organization or any contract between a care management513

organization and the Department of Community Health.  Compliance with this chapter by514

care management organizations shall be enforced by the Department of Community Health.515
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33-46-32.516

Nothing in this chapter shall be construed as reducing the authority of the commissioner517

of community health."518

This Act shall become effective on January 1, 2022, and shall apply to all policies or520

contracts issued, delivered, issued for delivery, or renewed in this state on or after such date.521

All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this Act are repealed.523
