Crossroads Country Fair and Art Festival and his photography is currently on display at an
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exhibit celebrating the 50th anniversary of the festival at the Newnan-Coweta Historical

Society’s McRitchie-Hollis Museum; and

WHEREAS, a man of deep and abiding faith, he was an active and founding member of the

Downtown Church of Christ in Newnan; and

WHEREAS, he was united in love and marriage to Ann Caldwell until her passing in 2012,
and then to Syble Harris, and his union with Ann Caldwell was blessed with two remarkable
children, John and Mary; five wonderful grandchildren, Aaron, Joseph, Lauren, Emily, and

Ann; and three extraordinary great-grandchildren, Kadi, Jace, and Lanie; and

WHEREAS, he gave inspiration to many through his high ideals, morals, and deep concern
for his fellow citizens, and the devotion, patience, and understanding he demonstrated to his

family and friends were admired by others; and

WHEREAS, he was a person of magnanimous strengths with an unimpeachable reputation
for integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness, and by the example he made of his life, he
