WHEREAS, she has further dedicated her time to nonprofit service as a board member of
Stewart Community Home, which provides compassionate and secure housing for adults
with disabilities, and as a volunteer with Columbus Hospice to support individuals and

families in critical need; and

WHEREAS, as a board member of the Columbus—Ft. Benning (now Ft. Moore) American
Heart Association, Corie Greenblatt played an instrumental role in making the annual Heart

Galas among the organization's most significant fundraisers; and

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this

extraordinary servant leader be appropriately recognized.
