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with the National Center for Civil and Human Rights Truth and Transformation Initiative on

the 1906 Atlanta Race Massacre; and

WHEREAS, Janice helped to organize soil ceremonies for two of the seven people
recognized by the Equal Justice Initiative in Montgomery, Alabama—her dedication of time

and skills resulted in an interactive soil display at the Fayette County Library; and

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this

extraordinary servant leader be appropriately recognized.
