WHEREAS, under her leadership, the Magistrate Court of Rockdale County received the
2018 Judicial Clearance Rate Excellence Award from the Judicial Council of Georgia

Standing Committee on Judicial Workload Assessment; and

WHEREAS, Mallory Minor has established a glowing reputation of renown throughout
Georgia for her dedication to the legal profession, her commitment to mentoring youth, and

her exemplary service on numerous boards and organizations; and

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this

extraordinary servant leader be appropriately recognized.
