WHEREAS, in 2023, a marker was installed at the Lottie Watkins building on Ralph David
Abernathy Boulevard, in West End, Atlanta, to commemorate her legacy as a trail blazer in

real estate, politics, and community development; and
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WHEREAS, she gave inspiration to many through her high ideals, morals, and deep concern
for her fellow citizens, and the devotion, patience, and understanding she demonstrated to

her family and friends were admired by others; and

WHEREAS, she was a person of magnanimous strengths with an unimpeachable reputation
for integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness, and by the example she made of her life,

she made this world a better place in which to live; and

WHEREAS, a compassionate and generous woman, Lottie Watkins will long be remembered
for her love of family, friendship, and community and will be missed by all who had the

great fortune of knowing her.
