Honoring the Black Man Lab for its dedication to empowering Black men and enriching the

focused on encouraging Black men in the country; and

WHEREAS, the Black Man Lab's dedication to fostering authentic manhood, mentorship,
and community leadership has had a profound and positive impact, shaping the lives of

countless Black men and strengthening families and communities across the state.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE that the members of this body
honor the Black Man Lab for its outstanding contributions to the empowerment and
enrichment of Black men, its dedication to fostering intergenerational wisdom, and its role

in inspiring positive transformation.
